Welcoming Immigrants and Refugees 

Gather your family and light the Advent wreath.  Together, read Luke 2: 1-7 and take 
some time for quiet reflection.  Imagine the scene as Mary and Joseph left their home 
and set out for Bethlehem.  Then discuss these questions together: 

• Was the journey from Nazareth to Bethlehem an easy one?  What 
might have made it difficult? 

• How much do you think Mary and Joseph were able to take with 
them?  Were they ready for the birth of Jesus? 

Now imagine the situation of immigrant parents expecting a child, far from home, 
relatives, family and friends.  How was the experience of Mary and Joseph similar to 
that of immigrants today who must leave their homes behind? 

PRAYER FOR REFUGEES AND IMMIGRANTS AND THEIR CHILDREN 
Lord Jesus, even before your birth, you experienced the hardships of leaving the         
security of your home, friends, and neighbors. Mary and Joseph could not provide you 
with a warm house and a soft crib in Bethlehem. We ask that you give strength and 
comfort to migrant families who are away from home and relatives as their new      
children begin life. May they find all the help they need. Amen.

Support local organizations that assist migrant families by volunteering your time or

Be friendly to new classmates who are from immigrant and refugee families.
