Spirituality, Faith, 
& Mental Illness 

Mental Illness can substantially alter and disturb a person's 
spiritual life. Depression, bi-polar disorder, schizophrenia, 
trauma and abuse, and chemical dependency profoundly impact 
the soul. We are called to share the journey of healing, serving as 
companions, a way of care especially suited to reaching into the 
isolation and loneliness of mental illness and supporting long 
term recovery. Craig will share wisdom and practice gained from 
22 years as a mental health chaplain helping others build a faith 
adequate to the struggles individuals and families face with 
brain disorders and deep psychological woundedness.

CRAIG RENNEBOHM, D. MIN. graduated from Carleton College in 1966 
and Chicago Theological Seminary in 1970. He was ordained in the 
United Church of Christ and served in the parish ministry for sixteen 
years, eleven of them in Seattle.  In 1986, Craig entered the Pacific School 
of Religion in Berkeley, California, where he concentrated on pastoral care 
and received the Doctor of Ministry degree.  He returned to Seattle in 
1987 and founded the Mental Health Chaplaincy.  Under Craig’s 
leadership, the Chaplaincy has grown to serve families, create mental 
health ministries in local congregations, and advocate for an effective and 
readily accessible community mental health system.  Craig has taught and 
presented in a variety of local, national, and international settings, and 
served for ten years with an international, interfaith working group on 
Spirituality and Social Work. 
 

He has received numerous recognitions for his Chaplaincy work, including 
the Tipper Gore Award of the National Health Care for the Homeless 
Council, a Carleton College Alumni Distinguished Achievement Award, 
and a Seattle Post-Intelligencer Jefferson Award.
