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Dear Friends,

With October comes Respect Life month. So precious is the gift of human life that
once a year our bishops set aside a full month for us to reflect on it and to pray about it.
In last Sunday’s bulletin (it's also online at our website) you saw an insert that set the
stage for this annual observance. It set forth very clearly and strongly what is commonly
called the Church’s “consistent ethic of life,” or to use the phrase often used by the late
Cardinal Joseph Bernardin, the “seamless garment” that is human life. Included in this
seamless garment are issues such as abortion, stem cell research, euthanasia and assisted
suicide, capital punishment, torture, war and terrorism, health care, homelessness, and a
whole range of poverty issues —in a word, every issue that in any way impacts or
adversely affects the precious gift of human life. The Church may not assign equal
importance to each issue but its teaching about life makes sense, not when we pick and
choose among them, but only when every one of them is taken into account and taken
seriously. It is one of the glories of the Catholic Church that we are identified as being
outspoken advocates for human life —all of human life.

On each of these October Sundays a different bulletin insert will offer some
reflections and talking points on several of the great human life issues. I hope you will
take time to read them and ponder them. 1 also hope you will make these issues a part of
your personal prayer and your family prayer during these days.

On another note, I want to take this opportunity to thank you for your
wonderfully generous response to the Build Hope collection this year. It is always very
moving to me—and very humbling — to witness your generosity in response toan
appeal. Thanks to you, we will be able to meet the goal set for us by the Archdiocese to
support the Catholics Come Home media project that will take place during Lent of the
coming year. Again, my heartfelt thanks.

The Archbishop Hunthausen Charity Golf Tournament last Monday was a great
success and that was no easy achievement during down economic times. Thanks toa
whole lot of good people, we raised significant funds that will be used to support our
many Cathedral social outreach programs. Archbishop Hunthausen was unable to be
with us this year but we felt his spirit there as we raised money for causes dear to his
heart.

Fall is definitely upon us. For me, that means a welcome hiatus in the weekend
wedding schedule and an opportunity to get away for some vacation.

What does the Church say about abortion?
The Second Vatican Council defines abortion,
together with infanticide, as an “unspeakable crime.”
But today, in many people’s consciences, the
perception of its gravity has become progressively
obscured. The acceptance of abortion in the popular
mind, in behavior and even in law itself, is a telling
sign of an extremely dangerous crisis of the moral
sense, which is becoming more and more incapable
of distinguishing between good and evil, even when
the fundamental right to life is at stake. Given such a
grave situation, we need now more than ever to have
the courage to look the truth in the eye and to call
things by their proper name, without yielding to
convenient compromises or to the temptation of self-
deception.

Talking Points

These suggested talking points might be used in talking
about abortion in everyday conversations with relatives,
friends, coworkers, or neighbors.

Always a Human Being The fetus in the womb is a
human being, just like a baby eagle in an egg is an
eagle. The federal government protects eagle eggs in
the nest, but does not offer the similar protection to
human beings in the womb.

Emotional Trauma Abortion only appears to solve a
perceived problem, an unintended pregnancy.
Women who have abortions often suffer emotional
and psychological trauma for years afterward.

Danger to Women The later in a pregnancy an
abortion is performed, the greater the risk for the
woman. Abortion is a significant medical procedure
that carries serious risks to the woman during the
procedure and afterward.

Parents of Minors For women younger than 18, they
need parental consent to have their ears pierced or
medications administered at school. However, in the
case of abortion, there is no requirement for parental
consent. Given the risks associated with having an
abortion, such a situation does not assure that

informed consent is present.
