Following our days in Rome, we will have a couple of days to visit Naples and
its environs, including Pompeii, Capri, Sorrento and the fabulous Amalfi coast.

This will be the third time I will have been privileged to lead a Cathedral parish
pilgrimage to Rome and, unless God has some startling surprises in store, I'm pretty sure it
will be my last!

I hope you will consider joining us. If you've never been to Italy, thisis a
wonderful way to experience it for the first time. Buteven if you've been many times, this
is a unique experience of community, history, and music you won’t want to miss. In the
coming weeks you'll see more information in our parish bulletin.
