JOURNEY OF THE ELECT 
 

This week we celebrate the third and final Scrutiny 
with the Gospel story of the raising of Lazarus.  
Death is our greatest fear and this story reminds us 
that God’s power and mercy are greater than ANY 
fear, sin or pain that we have in our lives.  The 
Elect are asked to think about what needs to die in 
their lives in order for them to receive the new life 
being offered to them in baptism.  For some, the 
question of whether they even want to come out of 
the tomb is important, whether they are willing to 
risk coming out into the light of Christ to see what 
awaits them.  This week they will also be presented 
with The Lord’s Prayer, which teaches us that God 
loves as a loving father and will “give us …our 
daily bread” and “lead us from temptation.”  As 
they approach these last days of preparation before 
baptism, keep them in your prayers.

Reform Is An Urgent Priority

Comprehensive Immigration Reform (CIR) is an urgent priority that should be addressed immediately by 

the 111th Congress.  Any CIR proposal should include: 
 

• Smart and Humane Enforcement:  border and interior enforcement that is targeted, proportional, and 

humane, focusing on the most dangerous and fairly enforcing immigration law.   
 

• Temporary Worker Program:  provides a path to permanent residency, enables family unity, offers 

job portability and labor protections, and protects domestic workers 
 

• Family-Based Immigration Reform: provisions which reduce backlogs in 2A category—immediate 

family of legal permanent residents--without harming other preference categories. 
 

• Broad-based legalization:  a legalization program which provides an opportunity for permanent 

residency.   “Earned” legalization should be achievable and independently verifiable. 
 

• Restoration of Due Process Protections:  provisions repealing the 3 and 10-year bars and restoring 

judicial discretion in deportation proceedings. 
 

• Detention Reform:  provisions amending mandatory detention laws, expanding alternatives to 

detention, offering parole to families, codifying and improving detention standards, and increasing 

oversight of detention facilities. 
 

• Addressing Root Causes of Migration:  an examination of root causes of migration, such as lack of 

development in sending countries, and a plan to seek long-term solutions.

ABOUT ST. VINCENT DE PAUL  The Society of St. Vincent de Paul was founded in 1833 by 20-
year old Frederic Ozanam.  Frederic’s goal was to deepen members’ spirituality by prayer, 
reflection and personal contact with the poor. Sr. Rosalie Rendu trained the group to visit the 
homes of the poor in the slums of Paris. In just 13 years this mustard seed of caring and faith 
“sprouted” and reached the shores of the United States—and is now in 142 nations. 2010 
marks the 90th anniversary of St. Vincent de Paul’s outreach here in Washington State.  Today 
the primary outreach of St. Vincent de Paul is home visits to the poor. Home visits enable us 
to really know people, individualize assistance, and remove barriers of accessibility, including 
transportation costs, child care, missing work to seek assistance and long lines at agency 
offices. St. Vincent de Paul also has “Special Works” which supplement home visits with 
programs such as food banks, thrift stores, and outreach centers according to community 
need.  We also help with relief and rebuilding during times of natural disaster. Our Voice of 
the Poor advocacy fosters greater community concern for the rights of the poor. We invite 
you to deepen your faith through involvement with St. Vincent de Paul.

The author of 
more than fifteen books and over fifty articles in peer reviewed or solicited journals and 
books, he has also written over two hundred articles for pastoral and popular outlets. He has 
won three Catholic Press Association awards for religious writing (1987, 1999, and 2000). 
The religion book notes columnist for Commonweal for over ten years, he is also an award 
winning teacher at Notre Dame. He has recently finished a book on Roman Catholicism for 
Cambridge University Press and had been appointed Christianity editor of the forthcoming 
Norton Anthology of World Religions.
