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A Novena of Prayer for the Church

May 14-23, 2010

This is not an easy time to be
Catholic. With the ever-
widening abuse crisis, and
the serious questioning of Church
leadership both in the media and in
the Church itself, we are passing
through dark days. But this time
has also been a clear call to prayer
and conversion.

On the local level, too, we find
ourselves in a time of change and
transition, as Archbishop Brunett
prepares to retire after nearly 14
years as our Archbishop, and we
await the appointment of a new
shepherd for the Archdiocese of
Seattle.

Our situation is not that
different from the situation the
disciples found themselves in, in
the days following Jesus’ Ascension.
They knew Jesus was risen from the
dead, but they did not know what
that would mean for their lives. He
had promised to be close to them,
but they could no longer see him,
listen to his teaching, or touch his
healing hands. And so they
gathered in prayer in the upper
room, awaiting the promised gift of
the Comforter, the Holy Spirit. And
nine days later, on Pentecost, the
Spirit came, with the sound of a
mighty rushing wind, and rested on
each of them in tongues of flame.

Day 4 Monday, May 17

We pray for the Spirit’s gift of
right judgment. With the gift of
right judgment, we know the
difference between right and
wrong, and we choose to do what
is right. A person with right
judgment avoids sin and lives out
the values taught by Jesus.

Day 5 Tuesday, May 18

We pray for the Spirit’s gift of
courage. With the gift of
courage, we overcome our fear
and are willing to take risks as a
follower of Jesus Christ. A person
with courage is willing to stand up
for what is right in the sight of
God, even if it means accepting
rejection, verbal abuse, or even
physical harm and death.

Day 6 Wednesday, May 19

We pray for the Spirit’s gift of
knowledge. With the gift of
knowledge, we understand the
meaning of God's Revelation,
especially as expressed in the life
and words of Jesus Christ. A
person with knowledge is always

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This year, let us pray for our
Church during the nine days leading up to Pentecost (Sunday,
May 23). Each day, as we pray the Novena Prayer (pick up a
prayer card after Mass today), let us ask God for the gifts of
the Holy Spirit: wisdom, understanding, counsel, fortitude,
knowledge, reverence, wonder and awe in God’s presence.

Day 1 Friday, May 14

Let us ask God to renew in our midst the gift of the Spirit.

For
yourself? What gifts of the Spirit do we most need?

Day 2 Saturday, May 15

Today, let us ask for the Spirit’s gift of wisdom. With the gift
of wisdom, we see God at work in our lives and in the world.
For the wise person, the wonders of nature, historical events,
and the ups and downs of our lives take on deeper meaning.
The wise person sees God in everyone and everything.

Day 3 Sunday, May 16
Today, let us ask for the Spirit’s gift of understanding. With
the gift of understanding, we comprehend how we need to live

Day 7 Thursday, May 20

We pray for the Spirit’s gift of reverence. With the gift of
reverence, sometimes called piety, we have a deep sense of
respect for God and the Church. A person with reverence
recognizes his or her total reliance on God and comes before
God with humility, trust, and love. Piety is the gift whereby we
pay worship and duty to God as our Father.

Day 8 Friday, May 21

We pray for the Spirit’s gift of wonder and awe in God’s
presence. With the gift of wonder and awe (also called ‘fear
of the Lord’) we are aware of the glory and majesty of God.
We recognize that God is the perfection of all we desire:
perfect knowledge, perfect goodness, perfect power, and
perfect love. This gift is described by St. Thomas Aquinas as
the fear of separating oneself from God. This gift helps us
recognize our place relative to God: we are the finite,
dependent creatures, and God is the infinite, all-powerful
Creator.

Day 9 Saturday, May 22
We conclude our novena by praying for all the gifts of the
Holy Spirit.

On PENTECOST, Sunday, May 23, we celebrate the
outpouring of the Spirit’s gifts, and the birth of the Church.

St. Ignatius
prayed: “Soul of Christ, sanctify me. Body of Christ,
heal me. Blood of Christ, inebriate me. Water from the
side of Christ, wash me. Passion of Christ, strengthen
me. Good Jesus, hear me.”

At St. James Cathedral, we conclude this period of
meditation with a Hymn of Praise. Once again, our
singing together expresses the fact that we are a
community of faith, and at the same time helps us to
become one.

The Communion Rite concludes with another
prayer. This time, it is not a prayer of thanksgiving;
rather, we now ask for the fruits of the Eucharist; we
pray that the sacrament may have an effect in our lives.
Lord, we pray, may this Eucharist. ...

Help us bring your love to the world
Give us new purpose
Lead us to share bis life forever
Touch our lives and lead us to you
Teach us the way to eternal life
Continue its saving work among us
Keep us single-minded in your service

And also with you.

Every time we've heard these words, something
important has been about to happen. We heard them
at the beginning of Mass; at the beginning of the
Gospel; at the beginning of the Eucharistic Prayer.
Why do we hear them again now? Isn't this the
ending? Not at all! It's the beginning of the next part
of the Mass, the part that lasts the longest: the part
where we put what we have heard and received into
action in our daily lives, the part where we “declare the
wonderful deeds of God who has called us out of
darkness into wonderful light."

Luke’s Gospel concludes with the account of the
commissioning of the apostles and Christ’s ascension
into heaven. “As he blessed them he parted from them
and was taken up to heaven. They did him homage and
then returned to Jerusalem with great joy” (Luke 24:
51-52). The end of the Mass follows the same
pattern. The priest gives the blessing, and we all make
the sign of the cross. We are blessed and sent. Indeed,
in Latin the words of the dismissal are “Ite, missa est,”
which literally means, go, you are sent. “The people are
now sent forth to carry out the mission of the church,
a mission of healing, justice, and proclamation. All
liturgy has a social dimension” (Johnson). We accept
this commission as a gift, with words of gratitude that

in the Mass: “Thanks be to
God!”

The Mass is our greatest
prayer; as Father Driscoll
says, the Church “exists to
pray it, and she comes into
bemg by praying it.” And yet
it is what we do outside of
Mass which will determine the
genuineness of the offering
we make at the altar each
Sunday. “We cannot delude
ourselves: by our mutual love
and, in particular, by our

The priest brings up the
rear in the procession of the
ministers; and before he
departs he reverences the altar
once again. This time, it is a
gesture of farewell. “The
farewell kiss looks back to the
Eucharist which has just
concluded and anticipates the

next occasion when the

concern for those in need we
will be recognized as true followers of Christ. This
will be the criterion by which the authenticity of our
Eucharistic celebrations is judged” (Pope John Paul I,
Mane Nobiscum Domine). All who are called to the Lord’s
table are called to be peacemakers, and not only on the
grand scale, but in the ordinary encounters of our

daily lives.

In the General Instruction of the Roman Missal, the term
“recessional” is never used. Recessional implies that
we simply go back where we started. And that’s exactly
what we don’t want to do after our celebration of the
Eucharist! We have prayed that the celebration will
transform us, and not only us, but the world we live
in. And so it's good that we always process: we always
go forward. Led by the cross, the ministers go out of
the church, and then, the entire assembly joins that
procession. We stream out to live the word we have
heard, and the sacrament we have received, in a
thousand different places and a thousand different
ways.

The liturgy of Antioch
included a wonderful prayer which the priest would
say prlvately at this moment; and it’s one which we
can join in, in splrlt at least, as we leave the Cathedral
each Sunday: “Rest in peace, holy altar of the Lord...
