THANK YOU, SEATTLE UNIVERSITY! 
 
 As we conclude another academic year, we 
would like to thank the Seattle University students who 
have participated in the Cathedral Kitchen.  Throughout 
the year the Seattle U students have been responsible 
for preparing, serving, and cleaning up for the Friday 
meal.  In addition to a small crew of regular volunteers, 
ten to twelve students have participated with a great 
deal of energy and enthusiasm. 
 A spin-off activity of several of the participants 
has resulted in an English class on Wednesdays for 
several of our Latin-American guests.  Each week these 
students help our guests to fill out various documents 
for a variety of social needs as well as developing their 
language skills. 
 Also from SU, on a weekly basis, a selected 
number of nursing students arrive every Thursday to 
provide blood pressure checks.  Under the supervision of 
a Seattle U instructor/RN, these students have gotten 
acquainted with the variety of different people who 
come to the Cathedral Kitchen. 
 We are thankful for all of the time and effort 
these representatives of Seattle University have offered 
the Cathedral Kitchen program. 
 What a broadening experience this has been for 
one of our SU students, who wrote the following poem:
