The Pilgrim Way of St. James 
   THE MEDIEVAL CAMINO IN WORDS AND PICTURES—PART I OF 3  JULY, 2010 

Blessed Theodore 
According to tradition, James was 
accompanied in his travels by two 

friends and disciples, Theodore and 
Anastasius, who are also buried 

beneath the high altar at Santiago 
de Compostela.

This year, 2010, is a Holy Year:  that’s because the Feast of St. James, 
July 25, falls on a Sunday (something that won’t happen again until 
2021!).  St. James is our patron saint, and we prepare to celebrate our 
patronal feast later this month by learning more about the ancient 
Pilgrim Way of St. James in Spain, and making our own “pilgrimage” to 
pray with St. James.   
 
Through a special series of bulletin inserts and a feature at the 
Cathedral website, we’ll listen as some real and some imagined 
characters tell us their stories and help us explore the history of the 
medieval camino.  In this first in the series, Theodore—according to 
tradition, a friend and disciple of St. James in his missionary journey to 
Spain—tells us how it all began.

How James Came to Compostela 
 

 My name is Theodore.  I was a friend and helper of 
the great apostle, James, and I am here to tell you a little 
more about him and how it happened that he came to be 
buried in a remote corner of Spain. 
 James was the fourth person Jesus called to follow him.  
In the Gospels, you read how at certain times Jesus would 
take with him just Peter, James, and John.  When Jesus raised 
the daughter of Jairus from the dead, James was there.  When 
Jesus was transfigured on the mountaintop, James was there.  
When Jesus prayed in agony in the garden at Gethsemane, 
James was there.  James was a special witness to the Lord. 
 After the resurrection of Jesus, and the giving of the 
Holy Spirit at Pentecost, the Apostles were filled with 
courage and began to spread the good news about Jesus far 
and wide.  That was when I met James and began to help 







him in his ministry.  We traveled as far as Spain to preach the 
Gospel, but no one listened to us there.  In fact, we only 
managed to convince two people to find out more about Jesus!  
So we went home again to Jerusalem. 
 But it wasn’t safe to be a follower of Jesus, and James was 
executed by King Herod.  He was the first of the apostles to be 
martyred. 
 Anastasius and I took his body and set sail in a boat.  
But the boat had no rudder, and so we just drifted along for 
many days, until at last we landed on an unknown coast.  As it 
turned out, we were in Spain!  It was a miracle that we were led 
back to this place where we had preached the Gospel to so little 
effect. 
 Centuries later, the bishop of the place, whose name was 
Teodomiro, had a vision, and a bright star led him to the tomb 
of the Apostle.  That is one explanation for how the city came 
to be called “Compostela,” which is thought to mean, “field of 
stars.”  Ever since that time, pilgrims have streamed to Santiago 
de Compostela to pray at the tomb of the Apostle.  And 
Anastasius and I are still there – buried next to our friend 
James. 
 
The Li fe and Legend of James 
in Pictures 

 In the Cathedral of Santiago de Compostela there are many 
images of James—and even a statue of the mother of James!  She 
is mentioned in the Gospel according to Matthew, where she 
approaches Jesus and asks if her sons, James and John, can sit at 
his right and his left in his Kingdom.  This medieval carving shows 
the body of James lying in the rudderless boat.  Notice the angels, 
who steer the boat towards Spain.   This stone plaque features 
symbols that recall the story of how the relics of James came to be 
venerated at Santiago de Compostela.  A star shines above the 
tomb of the Apostle, recalling the star that led Bishop Teodomiro to 
the place where the Apostle was buried.  A magnificent Cathedral 
has arisen over the tomb of Saint James and his companions, 
Theodore and Anastasius.  This great shrine became one of the 
major pilgrimage places of the Middle Ages.
