A Consistent Ethic of Life

OCTOBER IS RESPECT LIFE MONTH | No. 1 of 5 October 3, 2010

October is Respect Life Month! Each week during the
coming month, a page in the bulletin will explore
different aspects of Church teaching on a wide range
of life issues: abortion, war, the death penalty, and
euthanasia. This week, we look at the roots of the
Church’s teaching about the consistent ethic of life.

What does the Church say about the

consistent ethic of life?
Whatever is opposed to life itself, such as any type of
murder, genocide, abortion, euthanasia or willful self-
destruction, whatever violates the integrity of the
human person, such as mutilation, torments inflicted
on body or mind, attempts to coerce the will itself;
whatever insults human dignity, such as subhuman
living conditions, arbitrary imprisonment,
deportation, slavery, prostitution, the selling of
women and children; as well as disgraceful working
conditions, where men are treated as mere tools for
profit, rather than as free and responsible persons; all
these things and others of their like are infamies
indeed. They poison human society, but they do more
harm to those who practice them than those who
suffer from the injury. Moreover, they are supreme
dishonor to the Creator.

Talking Points

Talking points are intended to promote discussion of
contemporary issues with friends, neighbors, and fellow
workers.

When you hear someone accuse the Catholic Church
that it only opposes abortion, you might say
something like: “The Church is especially concerned
about abortion as well as euthanasia because many in
our society claim they have a legal right to end life
before birth and when someone is thought to be
terminally ill. Life is the source of all other inalienable
rights of individuals. We believe that all life is sacred
because it is a gift from God. Based on this principle,
the Catholic Church also opposes the death penalty,
the destruction of the environment, and any act of
war directly aimed at innocents.”

When you hear someone dismiss people who are
suffering from poverty, you might say something like:
“I think every human being has an inherent dignity
and we should support changes in our society so that
no person has to suffer from hunger or lack of
sufficient housing. Like the Declaration of
Independence said, we have certain inalienable
rights. Every person has a fundamental right to life —
the right that makes all other rights possible.”

Puget Sound Blood Center is an independent, volunteer-supported,
nonprofit community resource. It is a key link in the healthcare network,
providing blood, tissue and specialized laboratory services in Western
Washington and across the Northwest. Blood Center physicians offer 24-
hour consultation to the medical community on transfusion and
transplantation medicine issues, and provide valuable education aimed at
improving patient care.

Who needs blood?

Most of us will require a blood transfusion at some point in our lifetimes.

Those who are at least 18 years old and
weigh at least 110 pounds may donate blood every 56 days. Those 16 or
17 may donate with a signed Blood Center permission slip; there is no
upper age limit. Some health conditions or medications may temporarily
or permanently prevent people from donating blood.
