Dear Friends,

Easter was a long time in coming this year, but it has finally arrived. Perhaps we
should be grateful for a late Easter if for no other reason that the weather has been so
unlike Easter! As I write this some days before Easter, I have no idea what sort of
weather will greet us on April 24 but we do live in hope....

It is a joy to be able to welcome you to St. James Cathedral on this Easter of 2011.
I do so in the name of our new Archbishop, J. Peter Sartain, as well as in my own.

Of all the times we gather as Christian believers, none is more important than this
one. Easter is the greatest of all our feasts. It celebrates the Mystery that is the very
foundation of our Christian faith, for, as St. Paul wrote, “If Christ has not risen, our faith is
in vain.” (1 Cor. 15:14)

But Christ has risen and your presence here in the Cathedral both affirms and
celebrates that most startling and enduring of all realities.

For some, I am sure, there is joy and a keen sense of hope that is echoed in the
Spring that is bursting all around us; for others, there may be the burden of pain that
comes from losing a job or from serious illness, or the grief that comes from the death of
a loved one. For others, this may be the Easter that you decided to reclaim the practice
of your Catholic faith—or at least to explore that possibility. No matter why you came or
what you bring with you this Easter day, I hope you know that you are welcome at St.
James Cathedral, and I hope that you find something here that will comfort you, chal-
lenge you, and give you hope. We live in a world that, while incredibly beautiful, is also
seriously flawed. Death and life are never very far away from us. But Easter boldly
proclaims that death is not the whole story. Easter proclaims for all to hear that death
does not have the last word. Life does!

My prayer today is that you will be renewed in faith and hope as you join in
worship here at St. James Cathedral.

If you are a visitor, please know that you are warmly welcomed here. I hope you
will find something today that will touch your heart, awaken your spirit, and make you
want to return to this holy place again and again. If you are part of the regular family of
St. James, I take this opportunity to thank you for all the ways you make the Risen Lord
Jesus present in this parish and in this city: through your prayer, your faith, and your
love that overflows in such generous and unselfish service, especially to the poor.

May the blessings of the Risen Lord Jesus be yours in abundance.

LiTurGgy & Music

LITURGICAL MINISTERS More than four hundred
volunteers are involved in the liturgical ministries of the
Cathedral as Ushers, Altar Servers, Extraordinary
Ministers of Holy Communion, Readers, Psalmists,
Cantors, and Choristers.

CHOIRS Eight Cathedral choirs, including four adult
choirs and four children’s choirs, and the Cathedral’s
organists provide a rich range of musical offerings at the
Cathedral liturgies as well as at special concerts. In
addition, four Resident Ensembles offer sacred music
concerts throughout the year.

ST. JAMES YOUTH MUSIC PROGRAM

Two training choirs, the St. Gregory Choir and the St.
Cecilia Singers, prepare children to participate in the
Schola Cantorum. Jubilate! Young Women’s Ensemble is
a choir for young women ages 14-22. Each summer, the
Schola Cantorum Choir Camp draws children from
around the region for a week of learning and music-
making.

FartH FORMATION

INFANT BAPTISM Each year, well over one hundred
infants and young children are baptized at the Cathedral.
A group of staff and volunteers provide training for
parents and godparents and prepare them to celebrate the
sacrament of Baptism with their children.

CHILDREN & YOUTH FAITH FORMATION A
full range of faith formation opportunities are offered for
children, including preparation for First Holy Commun-
ion, ongoing religious education classes (Sunday School),
and special Sunday liturgies. There are also special
formation programs for older children who wish to
become part of the Catholic Church through baptism.

CHRISTIAN INITIATION INTO THE
CATHOLIC CHURCH (RCIA) For adults who
have never been baptized or who have been baptized
in other Christian churches, the Rite of Christian
Initiation of Adults (RCIA) is an open-ended, no-
strings-attached process to ask questions and learn
more about the Catholic faith.

RCIA SPONSORS Sponsors walk with those who
are becoming part of the Catholic Church, providing
companionship and prayerful support.

WEDDINGS  Couples preparing for the sacrament
of marriage are provided with in-depth preparation,
including one-on-one interviews, and gatherings with
other engaged couples.

ADULT FAITH FORMATION OPPORTUNI-
TIES Faith Formation is a lifelong process. The
Cathedral offers a variety of programs to enrich and
deepen understanding of the Catholic faith including
Bible study, retreats, and guest speakers.

YOUTH & ADULT CONFIRMATION
Preparation classes are offered each year, beginning
in January, for Catholic high school students and
adults of any age who wish to receive the sacrament of
Confirmation.

WELCOME BACK TO RETURNING CATHO-
LICS Offered twice a year, this is a special program
to help non-practicing Catholics to return to the
sacraments and to reqular church attendance.

STEWARDSHIP COUNCIL

Stewardship of our resources is a hallmark of our
Catholic tradition. This group of volunteers meets
regularly to support programs that foster stewardship
as a way of life in the Cathedral parish.

YOUNG ADULT COMMUNITY

A group of volunteers provide reqular opportunities
for prayer, education, and service, as well as social
events for young adults ages 21-35 in the Cathedral
Parish.



HUNTHAUSEN LIBRARY

Named in honor of retired Archbishop Raymond G.

A team of volunteers provides ongoing practical and

CATHEDRAL KITCHEN

Now in its 37" year, the volunteers at the Cathedral
Kitchen prepare and serve a hot meal to 150 our low
income or homeless neighbors, every weekday.

EMMAUS COMPANIONS

A team of volunteers are trained to provide welcome,
presence, and assistance to individuals alone, in
crisis, or in need during weekend Masses.

ENVIRONMENTAL JUSTICE GROUP
Catholic Social Teaching calls us to care for the
environment. This team of volunteers hosts educa-
tional opportunities and advocacy on environmental
justice issues.

ESL PROGRAM

Since 1975, the Cathedral’s ESL program has
provided the gift of the English language to immi-
grants and refugees; the program also helps immi-
grants and refugees become U. S. citizens.

FUNERAL & GRIEF SUPPORT

The Cathedral supports parishioners who have
experienced a loss through preparation of the funeral
liturgies, hospitality for families and visitors after
funerals, and regular grief support offerings.
HEALTH & HEALING MINISTRY

A group of volunteers with expertise in health care
host a wide range of offerings through the year,
including Blood Drives, an annual Health and
Healing Fair, and educational opportunities.

HOUSING ADVOCACY GROUP

An Action Alert Network and a variety of other
activities provide ways for parishioners to advocate
for an increase in low-income housing and an end to
homelessness in our community.

OPERATION NIGHTWATCH HOMELESS
MINISTRY For decades, Operation Nightwatch has
helped the homeless people of Seattle. Cathedral
volunteers support this important program by
providing a warm meal and sandwiches on the first
and third Tuesdays of the month.

JUSTFAITH PROGRAMS provide a small-group
setting to study Catholic social teaching, justice
issues, and spirituality.

PREGNANCY SUPPORT MINISTRY
Volunteers provide ongoing practical assistance and
emotional support to pregnant and newly parenting
women in need.

SANDWICHES FOR ST. MARTIN de PORRES
SHELTER Tuwice a month, Cathedral volunteers
provide and serve sandwiches for a downtown shelter.

SOLANUS CASEY CENTER The Cathedral’s
drop-in center, located on James Street at Terry
Avenue, provides information, referral and ministry
of presence to homeless persons.

ST. VINCENT de PAUL SOCIETY

The Cathedral parish is home to two chapters of the
St. Vincent de Paul Society, one serving the down-
town area, the other First Hill. Volunteer
“Vincentians” offer information referral, spiritual
support, and financial assistance to low income
neighbors through home visits.

SUNDAY MINISTRY TO THE ELDERLY &
HOMEBOUND  Drivers provide transportation to
and from Sunday Mass for elderly neighbors, while
other volunteers prepare audio recordings of the Mass
and bring Holy Communion to those who are
homebound.

VOLUNTEER CHORE MINISTRY

Cathedral volunteers help elderly and disabled people
remain safely in their own homes by helping with
basic household tasks, such as cleaning and grocery
shopping.

WINTER SHELTER From October through April,
the Cathedral Winter Shelter provides shelter for
homeless men in the Cathedral Hall four nights a
week. Volunteers serve as overnight hosts and
prepare a hot breakfast.

HospiTALITY

COFFEE HOUR HOSPITALITY After the
Sunday morning Masses, parishioners, visitors, and
friends are invited to gather in the Cathedral Hall for
a time of fellowship. Volunteers prepare and serve
freshly-made muffins, coffee, and juice.

CATHEDRAL ESPRESSO Volunteers prepare
and serve espresso beverages after Sunday morning
Masses, with the proceeds benefiting different
Cathedral programs each month.

BOOKSTORE Located in the Archbishop Murphy
Courtyard on the south side of the Cathedral, the
Cathedral Bookstore offers a wide range of Catholic
reading and gift items. Open 11-3 Monday - Friday
and after weekend Masses.

CATHEDRAL GUILD Volunteers work with the
Cathedral sacristans to keep the Cathedral and
Chapel beautiful by maintaining votive candles and
shrines and helping to prepare the Cathedral for
Christmas, Easter, and other major feasts.

BABYSITTING PROGRAM  Each Sunday,
childcare is provided during 10:00am and 12 Noon
Masses.

St. James Cathedral is the Cathedral for the Catholic Archdiocese of Seattle and the parish church for a large and vital
community. Noted for its beautiful liturgies and its extensive outreach to the poor, the Cathedral also serves the city of
Seattle as an important gathering place, a crossroads for learning, and a center for the arts.

Dedicated in 1907, the Cathedral is an impressive Italian Renaissance-style building whose twin towers soar to a
height of 167 feet. St. Frances Xavier Cabrini, the first American citizen to be canonized, worshiped in the Cathedral
during its early years. More recently, in 1994, a nationally acclaimed restoration and renovation completely renewed
the beauty of this beloved Seattle landmark, transforming it into a dynamic space for the celebration of the Church’s
liturgy as well as for ecumenical, cultural, and civic events.

Artistic highlights of St. James include magnificent Ceremonial Bronze Doors at the west entrance by German artist
Ulrich Henn (1999). Henn also created the stunning tabernacle for the reservation of the Blessed Sacrament (2003). Mr.
Henn's only other works in this country are the bronze gates of the Washington National Cathedral in the nation’s
capital. St. James Cathedral also has a large and important collection of stained glass by American artist Charles
Connick (1917-1919) and three splendid windows by German stained glass artist Hans Gottfried von Stockhausen
(1994), who served on the faculty of the renowned Pilchuck School. The Cathedral’s Mary Shrine, designed by Susan
Jones (1994), has received national and international architectural awards, and the Cathedral Chapel is home to a
remarkable fifteenth-century Italian Renaissance painting by Neri di Bicci (1456).
