EAST APSE STAINED-GLASS WINDOWS 
 The East Apse windows bring together both old 
and new. When the original Connick windows  were 
installed following the collapse of the Cathedral's dome, 
only the upper portion of the large apse windows were 
filled with glass. In 1994, the removal of the 1950 reredos 
made it possible to open these windows to their full 
length. The windows incorporate the original Connick 
glass, with new roundels by noted German stained-glass 
artist Hans Gottfried von Stockhausen.  These 
extraordinary windows depict the passion of Christ, 
beginning with the betrayal by Judas in the lower part of 
the right-hand window, concluding with the resurrection 
scene of the supper at Emmaus in the upper right.  Each 
scene in the passion of Christ is juxtaposed with words 
from the Last Judgment account in Matthew 25:  “I was 
hungry and you gave me food… I was hungry and you 
did not give me food.”  The windows challenge the 
viewer to find Christ in the poor and the afflicted all 
around us:  those who are hungry, thirsty, homeless, 
imprisoned, sick, and abandoned. 
 The center window depicts baptism.  At the 
bottom, we see Noah, reaching out to receive the dove 
into the ark.  Above, Moses leads the chosen people 
through the Red Sea, and at the top, Jesus is baptized in 
the Jordan by John the Baptist.  The window reminds us 
that it is in baptism that we receive the call to serve 
Christ in others.

S t. James is the Cathedral Church for 
the Catholic Archdiocese of Seattle.  It 
is also a parish church for a large and 

vital community.  Noted for its beautiful 
liturgies and its extensive outreach to the 
poor, the Cathedral also serves the city of 
Seattle as an important gathering place, a 
crossroads for learning, and a center for the 
arts. 
 Built in 1907, St. James Cathedral is an 
impressive Italian Renaissance-style 
building whose twin towers soar to a height 
of 167 feet. St. Frances Xavier Cabrini, the 
first American citizen to be canonized, 
worshiped in the Cathedral in its early 
years.  In 1994, a nationally acclaimed 
restoration and renovation completely 
renewed the beauty of this beloved Seattle 
landmark, transforming it into a dynamic 
space for the celebration of the Church’s 
liturgy as well as for ecumenical, cultural, 
and civic events. 
 Artistic highlights of St. James include 
magnificent ceremonial bronze doors and 
tabernacle by German artist Ulrich Henn; an 
award-winning Shrine to the Blessed Virgin 
Mary; and a large collection of stained glass 
by renowned artists Charles Connick and 
Hans Gottfried von Stockhausen. The 
Cathedral Chapel is home to a remarkable 
15th-century Renaissance altarpiece by Neri 
di Bicci. 
 St. James Cathedral is also a vibrant 
parish community of more than 2,400 
households, coming from more than 180 ZIP 
codes around the entire Puget Sound region.
