THE FIRST GLORIOUS MYSTERY
The Resurrection of Jesus

We pray the first decade before Icon of Christ’s Resurrection in front of the
ambo. The icon, created by a Russian iconographer and blessed in St.
Petersburg, is visiting the Cathedral today.

He rose in glory as he said, Alleluia!
Rejoice, rejoice, O Mary!

THE SECOND GLORIOUS MYSTERY
Jesus Ascends into Heaven
We pray the second decade before the image of Jesus in the South Transept.

This statue, called The Sacred Heart Pleading, shows Jesus praying to his
Father. He reaches up to heaven with a loving gesture of prayer.

Christ has ascended to his throne—be joyful, Mary!
Yet still he calls this world his own, Alleluia!
Rejoice, rejoice, O Mary!

THE THIRD GLORIOUS MYSTERY
The Descent of the Holy Spirit

We pray the third decade before the icon of Pentecost. This icon was
created by Joan Brand-Landkamer. The Spirit rests on the head of each of
the Apostles, like a flame.

The Spirit comes in tongues of flame—
be joyful, Mary!
That we might boldly preach his Name, Alleluia!
Rejoice, rejoice, O Mary!

THE FOURTH GLORIOUS MYSTERY
Mary Is Assumed into Heaven
We pray the fourth decade before the image of Our Lady of Grace in the

North Transept. This statue has been in the Cathedral since it was
dedicated on December 22, 1907.

THE FIFTH GLORIOUS MYSTERY

Mary is Growned Queen of Heaven

We pray the last decade of the rosary in the Cathedral Courtyard, around
the image of Mary as the Throne of Wisdom, Sedes Sapientiae. Mary is
called the Throne of Wisdom because Jesus, the King, is sitting in her arms.
For many years, the statue stood on the grounds of St. Edward’s Seminary.
