CAMINO SEATTLE 
Camino Seattle is a five-week walking/hiking 
and prayer event for St. James Cathedral Parish, 
beginning June 24, 2012 and ending July 29, 
2012, the Feast of St. James. 
 
STAGE THREE of the Camino: 
Burgos 
 
The city of Burgos takes its name from the towers 
that rose around it to protect it from marauders 
from the time of its founding in 884.  Its 
magnificent Gothic cathedral, dedicated to the 
Blessed Virgin Mary, was consecrated in 1260.  El 
Cid, the legendary general, is buried here.  Just 
outside of Burgos is the pilgrims’ cemetery, 
where many pilgrims who died along the way 
were laid to rest.  Another place even a tired 
pilgrim will want to visit is the Monasterio de las 
Huelgas Reales, a royal monastery, where kings of 
Castile were crowned.  This is also where 
knighthoods were conferred, not by a person, but 
by St. James himself!  The statue of James with an 
articulated arm holding a sword can still be seen 
here. 
 
Reflection 
Sometimes it is hard to pray, especially when we are 
tired out.  Time for rest is essential, and we should 
also remember that we don’t always have to pray 
the same way.  Father Kevin Codd, in To the Field of 
the Stars, recommends the rosary.  “The rosary is the 
perfect prayer for a pilgrim; its repetitive recitation 
of the same few words over and over remarkably 
falls into time with my footsteps and my arms and 
the whole movement of my somewhat hunched 
body.  With the rosary, I don’t have to think, invent, 
or even really use my imagination.  It comes from 
and rolls around within a place other than the front 
of my brain.  It’s not a mental prayer at all.  It is a 
physical prayer, a prayer of rhythm more than 
words.  Five fingers do all the work trundling beads 

through their paces while the rest of my body goes 
along for the ride.” 
 
Advice for Pilgrims 
It is to be carefully watched by all pilgrims on 
route, that there be no split or strife among them.  
Strife is to be completely avoided by pilgrims – and 
drunkenness as well.  (From a 12th-century sermon on 
the Feast of St. James) 
 
Prayer for Today 
Mary our mother, when you received the message  
of the Angel, you “set forth in haste”  
and traveled through the hill country 
to share the good news with your cousin Elizabeth. 
May we who walk this Camino 
through the “hill country”  
of the beautiful place where we live 
be heralds of Christ’s Gospel, 
who lives and reigns for ever and ever.  Amen.
