STAGE FIVE: 
Ponferrada 
 
Ponferrada takes its name from the 
Latin pons ferratus, “iron bridge.”  In the 
11th century, the Bishop of Astorga 
had an iron bridge built over the river 
Sil for the convenience of pilgrims to 
Santiago de Compostela, and after that 
the town became an essential part of 
the Camino.  The waters here, the 
12th century Pilgrim’s Guide points 
out, “are sweet and healthy to drink.” 
 
Reflection:  Building Bridges 
“One of the recurring mysteries of this experience 
is the fascinating manner in which relationships 
come about.  From out of the crowd one first 
notices others, then one meets those others, then 
one gets to know the others, then one has friends 
for life…. The set of random circumstances that 
collude to bring two or three people together at 
the same time at the same place, the odd glance, a 
moment of eye contact here and a simple greeting 
there, a meeting of one person’s bad morning with 
another’s freshness on the road, well, it all seems, 
after the fact, to be too much to be blind 
coincidence.  It seems like a mystery, like God at 
play.”  Father Kevin Codd

What bridges have you built?  How have you seen
