Camino Seattle is a five-week 
walking/hiking and prayer event for 
St. James Cathedral Parish, beginning 
June 24, 2012 and ending July 29, 
2012, the Feast of St. James. 
 
Santiago  
de Compostela 
 
Just outside Santiago de Compostela is a 
hill from which pilgrims glimpse the 
towers of the great Cathedral for the first 
time.  It is called the “Monte del Gozo,” 
the hill of joy, because of the joy of the 
pilgrims on coming so close to their 
destination.  “On seeing it,” wrote an 
Italian priest who made the journey in the 
17th century, “we fell to our knees and 
began to weep for joy and to sing the ‘Te 
Deum,’ but we could not recite more 
than two or three lines, being unable to 
speak for the tears that streamed out of our eyes.”   
 Rising in the midst of the splendid medieval city is 
the great Cathedral.  The 12th-century pilgrim guide 
says, “in this church, in truth, one cannot find a single 
crack or defect:  it is admirably built, large, spacious, 
luminous, of becoming dimensions, well proportioned 
in width, length, and height, of incredibly marvelous 
workmanship and even built on two levels as a royal 
palace.  He who walks through the aisles of the 
triforium above, if he ascended in a sad mood, having 
seen the superior beauty of this temple, will leave 
happy and contented.”

As our Camino Seattle draws to an end, look back at 
your journal for these past five weeks.  What was your 
goal when you began your pilgrimage?  Did you 
complete the goal you set for yourself?  What kept you 
back?  What have you accomplished that you perhaps 
did not have in mind when you began this journey?
