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Dear Friends,

It has been quite a summer at St. James Cathedral, and anything but
quiet. Over the past three months or so, we celebrated a lot of weddings
and, sadly, a record number of funerals, giving back to God some
wonderful parishioners and friends.

We also finished up the Annual Catholic Appeal remarkably well, even
though we fell short of the goal we were hoping for. For a number of
reasons, it was a difficult time to promote the Appeal, but, thanks to the
generosity of more than 950 of you, we did remarkably well. In the end, we
were only $20,000 short of our combined archdiocesan and parish goal of
$526,676.

During June and July, several hundred of you participated in the
Camino Seattle, exploring the beauties of the city and the surrounding
area, praying along the way, meeting new friends, and maybe even
shedding a pound or two! It all culminated at the annual celebration of the
Feast of St. James, when we pulled out all the stops at the Sunday Masses
and enjoyed a fabulous parish picnic afterwards on a picture-perfect July
Sunday. Special thanks to Trent and Alex Mummery and Stephen Pace,
along with an army of great volunteers who made it all happen.

Then there was Choir Camp when the Cathedral and the entire
campus echoed with the happy and beautiful sounds of more than 50
young people from ages 9 to 14. If you want to get an idea of what Choir
Camp is all about (my words will not do it!), I suggest you check out the
Cathedral website. You'll be mightily impressed, believe me.

And now, the realities of fall -- back to school, and back to work -- are
staring us in the face. Here at the parish, this is going to mean a few
changes that I am excited to be able to share with you.

After a good deal of praying and planning, and in response to things
you told us in parish survey that we conducted back in the fall of 2010, we
are reorganizing the way we minister to families. Of course, we have
always ministered to families, assisting young couples preparing for
marriage, following them through the early years of family life with the




arrival of children and the celebration of baptism, and continuing into the
years of children’s faith-formation. The idea of the new ministry is to
consolidate some work that had been spread among several staff members
and to coordinate these existing ministries more effectively while
expanding marriage enrichment programs, increasing support for families
experiencing difficulties and challenges, and assisting divorced Catholics
who seek healing and understanding from the Church.

I am pleased to announce that Suzanne Lee, who has been ministering
in our social outreach and advocacy programs with Patty Bowman for the
past few years, has accepted the challenge of building and coordinating
this new ministry. I am grateful to Suzanne for her willingness - and
eagerness - to take on this major set of responsibilities.

Taking up some of Suzanne’s former duties and involvements in the
social outreach and advocacy area is the newest member of our team,
Caitlin Lanigan. I am delighted to welcome Caitlin to St, James and to our
staff. She is a graduate of Holy Cross College and has just completed a
year serving at Seattle’s Urban Rest Stop as a Jesuit Volunteer. I know
Caitlin will bring energy, ideas, and a strong commitment to our Outreach
ministries and I also know that our many volunteers will enjoy working
with her. If you're at the hospitality after one of the morning Masses
today, I hope you'll take a moment to introduce yourself and welcome her
to St. James!

Our Vatican II Lecture series continues with Bishop Robert McElroy.
Bishop Robert W. McElroy was born in San Francisco in 1954 and grew up
in San Mateo County.

DeiVerbum: God’s Word

Dei Verbum, the Dogmatic
Constitution on Divine Revelation, was
one of the hardest-fought documents of
the entire Council. Discussion on the
Church and the Scriptures began in the
first session, and the Constitution went through a number of drafts
before it was finally approved at the end of the fourth session.

The Church and Scripture

The Church has always honored the Scriptures as the
revealed word of God. Jesus himself cited the Scriptures often,
and all four Gospels make reference to the Old Testament in
recounting the life of Christ. The early Church Fathers explored
the Scriptures in great depth, writing voluminous commentaries
on both the New and the Old Testaments. St. Jerome translated
the Scriptures out of their original languages into Latin because
Latin was the vernacular of his day: he wanted to make the
Scriptures more accessible, because, in his famous phrase,
“ignorance of the Scriptures is ignorance of Christ.”

But over the centuries, the Church’s relation with the
Scriptures began to show some strain. While the Scriptures
continued to be cited in official teachings, the Church condemned
innovators like John Wycliffe and Jan Hus, who translated the
Scriptures into vernacular languages and encouraged ordinary
people to read the Bible. At the beginning of the 16th century,
Martin Luther (appalled at the ignorance of Scripture, even amon,
the clergy) began to emphasize the importance of the Bible. After
his break with Rome, sola scriptura (“Scripture alone”) became his
rallying cry. In response to this, the Catholic Church emphasized
that scripture is not the only source of divine revelation, but that
God also speaks through the Church itself—through Tradition.
Catholics were not exactly forbidden to read the Bible, but they
certainly were not encouraged to do so. (Ronald Witherup, SS
cites an instance from 1812 when Pope Pius VII censured a bishop
for encouraging the laity to read the Bible [Scripture: Dei Verbum,
p- 134, note 8].)

New advances in Scripture scholarship beginning in the
18th century continued to meet with resistance. The
development of the historical-critical method—a scientific
approach to exploration of the texts—shed new light on the
Scriptures but also raised questions about the historicity of some
Biblical texts. While Pope Leo XIII opened the way for Catholic
scholars to join in the advance of Biblical research, there was a
definite “love-hate” relationship with the new approaches to
Scripture. Only with Pope Pius XII’s Divino Afflante Spiritu of
1943 did the critical approach receive official sanction.

At every session of the Council, the Book of the Gospels
was enthroned in the midst of the Fathers, a clear sign of
the centrality of the Scriptures in the life of the Church.

The Development of Dei Verbum
But the tensions were far from

' ¥ over, and they came to the fore in the

. debates on Scripture in the first session of

the Council. Some wanted to reinforce the

' Church’s teaching at the Councils of Trent

and Vatican I. But others wanted to move

¥ forward and to see the Church involved in
the new scholarship. Blessed Pope John

g} | XXIII intervened, creating a new “mixed

. commission” of representatives of both
viewpoints to create a new document.

That intervention bore fruit as, gradually

and at times painfully, the Council Fathers

found common ground. Here are a few of
the key teachings of Dei Verbum:

e There are not two sources of revelation, Scripture and
Tradition. Rather, these are two expressions of the revelation
that flows from a single source. “Sacred Tradition and the holy
Scriptures of each of the two Testaments resemble a mirror in
which the Church, during her journeying on earth,
contemplates God, from whom she receives all things, until
she may be brought to see him, face to face, as he is” (7).
“Sacred Tradition. .. and holy Scripture are closely joined and
connected, each with the other. Both spring from the same
divine fountain, and so in some manner merge into a unity, and
tend towards the same end.... Both Scripture and Tradition
should be accepted with equal sentiments of devotion and
reverence” (9).

e The Scriptures are inspired by the Holy Spirit and they “teach
certainly, faithfully, and without error the truth that God for
our salvation willed to be recorded in holy Writ” (11). But
since God has chosen to speak by means of human authors, it is
important to “investigate what the sacred writers reall
intended to signify” (12). Thus we need to understand the
“literary forms of expression” and “the conditions of his time
and of his culture” (12) and also to understand “the living
Tradition of the whole Church” (12).

e  The Old Testament books are also divinely inspired and “of
permanent value” (14), both for the “vivid perception of God”
they present and because within them “lies hidden the mystery
of our salvation”: God “has wisely provided that the New
Testament should be concealed in the Old, and that the Old
Testament should be made manifest in the new” (15-16).

e The Church affirms the historicity of the Gospels, while at the
same time acknowledging that they have their origins in oral
tradition, and that each Gospel writer “made a selection of
some of the many things that had been transmitted orally or in
Writing” (19).

e All the faithful can and should study the Scriptures. “For
Christ’s faithful the approach to holy Scripture should lie wide
open” (22).
