Keeping Advent

“Today, together with the Church, we are beginning
the new liturgical year: a new journey of faith to
experience together... the salvation that comes from
his love. The Season of Advent... is a marvelous
period in which the expectation of Christ's return and
the memory of his first Coming — when he emptied
himself of his divine glory to take on our mortal flesh
— reawakens in hearts.... It is a salutary reminder to
us that life does not only have an earthly dimension
but reaches towards a “beyond,’” like a plantlet that
sprouts from the ground and opens towards the sky.”

Sundays of Advent

To mark this holy season of longing and waiting for
the coming of the Lord, we change some of our usual
liturgical practices. The processional path of the
ministers into the cathedral is modified and the altar is
decorated more simply. During the liturgies, a greater
role is given to silence, to the chanting of psalms, and
to the ringing of bells. In accordance with a very
ancient tradition in the church, the use of the organ is
reduced during Advent.

Advent Wreath

The Advent wreath is a devotion Catholics have
adopted from the Lutheran tradition. The wreath is
placed at the foot of the statue of Our Lady in the
north transept. Just before each Mass, the priest
gathers with the liturgical ministers for the prayer and
candle-lighting associated with the wreath.

CHRIST THE KING

THE LAST SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME

November 25, 2012

The paradox of Jesus —strength in weakness, a crucified King—is expressed in wood, bronze, and glass in the art of the
Cathedral.

How worthy is the Lamb who was slain,
to receive power and divinity,
and wisdom and strength and honor.
To him belong glory and power

for ever and ever.
Introit for the Solemnity of Our Lord Jesus Christ,
King of the Universe (Rev 5:12, 1:6)

he solemnity of Christ the King marks
the conclusion of the liturgical year.
The readings and prayers are full of
paradoxical imagery, challenging our
human notions of power and authority. Here
is a king who comes to his people not with
earthly pomp and splendor, but in meekness
and humility, riding on a donkey. This king is
crowned not with gold but with thorns; a king
who is raised high, not on an earthly throne,
but on a cross, the instrument of torture and
shame. Deserted by his scandalized disciples,
dragged before Pilate, Jesus speaks
extraordinary words: “my kingdom does not
belong to this world.... My kingdom is not
here” (John 18). Where is Christ’s kingdom?
He “has made us into a kingdom, priests for
his God and Father” (Revelation 1). His
kingdom is already here, and it is in our midst.
And yet at the same time his kingdom is still to
come, and this feast calls us to be ready to

recognize him when he comes “amid the
clouds, and every eye will see him, even those
who pierced him” (Revelation 1).

The image of Jesus as our paradoxical
King is as old as the Gospel itself; and yet this
Solemnity of Christ the King is one of the
newest on the Church’s calendar, instituted in
1925. Acknowledging Jesus Christ as king of
the universe would, Pope Pius XI hoped, act as
a corrective to the dangerous political ideas of
his time, and help to bring about “the signal
benefits of true liberty, of calm order, of
harmony, and of peace.” He asked that
Catholics throughout the world dedicate this
day to praying for the salvation of the entire
world, for the unity of Christians, and for
peace. “Grant to your Church, O Lord,” he
wrote, “freedom from fear and immunity from
harm; grant to all nations ordered peace;
perfect your work, until the earth rings from
pole to pole with a single cry: Praise be to the
divine Heart that wrought our salvation; to
that Heart be honor and glory for ever and
ever. Amen.”
