Keeping Advent

“Today, together with the Church, we are beginning
the new liturgical year: a new journey of faith to
experience together... the salvation that comes from
his love. The Season of Advent... is a marvelous
period in which the expectation of Christ's return and
the memory of his first Coming — when he emptied
himself of his divine glory to take on our mortal flesh
— reawakens in hearts.... It is a salutary reminder to
us that life does not only have an earthly dimension
but reaches towards a “beyond,’” like a plantlet that
sprouts from the ground and opens towards the sky.”

Sundays of Advent

To mark this holy season of longing and waiting for
the coming of the Lord, we change some of our usual
liturgical practices. The processional path of the
ministers into the cathedral is modified and the altar is
decorated more simply. During the liturgies, a greater
role is given to silence, to the chanting of psalms, and
to the ringing of bells. In accordance with a very
ancient tradition in the church, the use of the organ is
reduced during Advent.

Advent Wreath

The Advent wreath is a devotion Catholics have
adopted from the Lutheran tradition. The wreath is
placed at the foot of the statue of Our Lady in the
north transept. Just before each Mass, the priest
gathers with the liturgical ministers for the prayer and
candle-lighting associated with the wreath.

Communal Reconciliation Services will be
held on Monday, December 17 at 7:30pm and Saturday,
December 22 at 4:00pm. During these beautiful services of
readings, reflection and song, we will open ourselves to
experience the gift of God’s gracious and loving
forgiveness in the Sacrament of Penance. It has long been a
tradition in the church to confess one’s sins before celebrating
the great feast of Christmas. These will be ideal times to do so.

Solemnity of the Dedication

On Friday, December 21 at the 5:30pm Mass, we celebrate
the Solemnity of the Dedication of St. James Cathedral.
Our Cathedral was dedicated December 22, 1907 and
rededicated December 22, 1994. The Mass begins with a
special procession through the Cathedral and the lighting
of the dedication candles.
