We’re Listening! 
EVALUATING THE CATHEDRAL’S SOUND SYSTEM 

 

ABOUT THE SURVEY 
On one Sunday this past summer, all parishioners were invited to parƟcipate in a simple survey to evaluate 
the effecƟveness of the Cathedral’s sound system.  They were asked to indicate how easy it was to 
understand the various parts of the liturgy on a scale of 1 to 5, with 1 being “difficult” and 5 “easy” to hear.  
Each survey was coded by seaƟng area as well.  In this way, we hoped to idenƟfy problem areas for speaking 
as well as problem areas for hearing. 
 
RESULTS 
The results were quite posiƟve, with most areas of the Cathedral averaging between 3-4  (with 3 being 
average).  However, some problem areas were idenƟfied.  The spoken word from the ambo—Scripture 
readings, Gospel, and homily—scored significantly lower than the prayers at the presider’s chair and at the 
altar.  In addiƟon, the back of the west nave and the front of the east nave, south side, appear to be the 
places where it is most difficult to hear.  Many submiƩed wriƩen comments as well: 

 “I read the selecƟons at home so I don't totally miss them, but I would like to hear them at Mass.” 
 “Echo at Ɵmes makes it difficult to understand.” 
 “The sound could be a liƩle more crisper and louder.” 
 “Last week it was hard to hear, and hard to concentrate.” 
 “Sound from celebrant’s chair is excellent.  The readings are hard to hear at Ɵmes.” 
 “I really like how the cantors’ voices sound in the Cathedral.” 

 
SUMMARY 
 The scriptures, Gospel readings and the Homily seem harder to understand than the Opening Prayers and 

Altar Prayers. 
 The sound quality was rated higher for the 10:00 am, 12:00 Noon and the Sunday 5:30pm Masses, and 

somewhat lower for the Saturday 5:30pm and Sunday 8:00 am Masses. 
 The data is variable, but the ‘best places’ to sit seem to be the south transept, whereas the other areas 

seem to be a liƩle harder to hear. 
 
ACTION STEPS 
In response to your feedback, we have tested a different 
microphone in the ambo on two different occasions.  Last 
Sunday, a sound technician from Morgan Sound aƩended two 
liturgies to evaluate and make recommendaƟons. We are in 
the process of reviewing those recommendaƟons and expect 
to make improvements in the next few weeks. Thank you for 
your paƟence with this ongoing effort to make God’s word 
audible in the Cathedral!  Special thanks to Chris na Smith for 
entering the data and to Dr. Julia Richardt for analyzing it! 

The highest scoring microphone was the presider’s microphone, with a “B”  
(81% out of 100).  The lowest was the ambo, at 69% (a C minus).
