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Dear Friends,

“Remember that you are dust and to dust you shall return.” Along with
millions of people around the world, we heard those words this past Wednesday as
we received the blessed ashes on our foreheads. But I have to think that, this
particular Lent, the momentous news of Pope Benedict's resignation will be a more
powerful reminder of human mortality than even the ashes of Ash Wednesday. In
making his courageous decision, the Pope was, among other things, making a
profound statement about mortality - his own and ours. He was saying something
very powerful about the transitory nature of human life. His own increasing
infirmity and the crushing demands of his office were, as he saw it, God’s way of
telling him that it was time to step aside.

“Remember that you are dust and to dust you shall return.” We should be
grateful to Pope Benedict for giving us such a powerful and credible example of
what it means to humbly face one’s own mortality. Benedict has often been referred
to as ‘the teaching Pope.” This may well be one of his finest moments as teacher and
one of the most enduring of all his teachings.

I can only consider it as providential that the Pope’s announcement
coincided with the beginning of Lent, a time of intense prayer and reflection for the
entire Church. This year, as the Church sails into uncharted waters, we need to
focus our prayer on the Church and its needs. It would be hard to overestimate the
challenges and the opportunities facing the Church at this time. In our prayer for
the Church, let us also include the College of Cardinals who will soon gather in
Rome to elect a new Pope. May the Holy Spirit who came upon the apostles and the
Church at Pentecost breathe forth wisdom and courage to spark a New Pentecost in
our time!

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BISHOP GORDON BENNETT, S]J, is the Peter Faber, S] Fellow in Pastoral Theology and
Ignatian Spirituality at Loyola Marymount University. Bishop Bennett assists with mission
and identity initiatives and contributes to the work of Campus Ministry and the Center for
Ignatian Spirituality, where he is a member of the advisory board and a guide for faculty
and staff who are making the Ignatian Spiritual Exercises. At the time of his ordination to
the episcopacy by the late Pope John Paul II, Bishop Bennett was serving as President of
Loyola High School. Prior to that he served as a teacher and administrator in secondary
schools. He also served the California Province of the Society of Jesus as Director of
Novices. One of the few African-American bishops of the United States, Bishop Bennett
has served as Auxiliary to the Archbishop of Baltimore and later as Diocesan Bishop of
Mandeville, Jamaica. Bishop Bennett brings wide experience in race relations, education,
church leadership, Ignatian spirituality and spiritual direction.
