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Dear Friends, 
 
 In my homily last Sunday, I invited you to join me in praying that we would be 

given a Pope who would “lead us to new places.” It would appear that our prayer 

has been answered! 
 
 “New” seems to be the word of the moment, doesn’t it!  Our new Pope comes 

from “the new world” – from South America; he has chosen a brand new name, 

Francis; he belongs to a religious order, the Society of Jesus, that is entirely new 

when it comes to the chair of Peter. And, when he appeared on the great balcony of 

St. Peter’s Basilica after his election – new in appearance without all the formal 

papal trappings and with a simple, down-to-earth message for the people of his new 

diocese and for the world – he gave us reason to believe that his election would 

signal the “new Pentecost” that Pope John XXIII prayed for more than fifty years 

ago when he called the Second Vatican Council. 

 
 It is too early, of course, to try to predict what new things Pope Francis might do, 

or what new horizons he may be willing to explore in the days and years to come.  

But even now, I sense that the list of “new things” I mentioned above will grow in 

the days to come.  And I take a good deal of encouragement from the strong 

commitment to the poor and marginalized that our new Pope has evidenced 

throughout his years as  bishop – a commitment that has gone far beyond words 

and has come to life in a simple, humble lifestyle worthy of St. Francis of Assisi. 

 
 This weekend and in the days ahead, let us give thanks to God for giving us this 

new and promising moment in the unfolding history of our Church.  And let us 

commit ourselves to praying daily for Pope Francis as he assumes his awesome 

responsibilities as bishop of Rome and universal pastor.
