The “Divine Mercy” devoƟons, 
which have spread worldwide, 
began with a series of appariƟons 
of Christ to a Polish nun, FausƟna 
Kowalska (1905-1938).  Christ 
appeared to St. FausƟna on 
February 22, 1931.  In her diary, 
later published under the Ɵtle 
Divine Mercy in My Soul, the saint 
wrote:  “I saw Jesus dressed in a 
white garment.  He held one hand 
in blessing and the other hand was 
touching his garment at the breast.  
From under the garment came two 
rays of light, one red the other 
pale.”  From this vision came the 
image of the Divine Mercy.  The 
words of Christ to St. FausƟna have 
formed the basis for the Divine 
Mercy devoƟons, which are a call 
to trust in the love and mercy of 
Christ, and to show mercy towards 
others, by faithfully carrying out 
the spiritual and corporal works of 
mercy.  The devoƟon takes many 
forms, especially the chaplet—a 
sequence of prayers offered on regular rosary beads—
and the novena, which concludes on the Sunday aŌer 
Easter. 
 The devoƟon which began in an obscure Polish 
convent has since spread all over the world.  It was briefly 

suppressed in 1959, but received 
official VaƟcan sancƟon on April 15, 
1978.  Pope John Paul II, who had a 
great devoƟon to Christ under the 
Ɵtle of the Divine Mercy, declared the 
Second Sunday of Easter “Divine 
Mercy Sunday” for the enƟre Church. 
 When John Paul II 
consecrated the Shrine of the Divine 
Mercy in Krakow in 2002, he offered 
this prayer: 
 
God, merciful Father, 
in your Son, Jesus Christ, you have 
revealed your love 
and poured it out upon us in the Holy 
Spirit, the Comforter, 
We entrust to you today the des ny 
of the world and of every man and 
woman. 
Bend down to us sinners, 
heal our weakness, 
conquer all evil, 
and grant that all the peoples  
of the earth 
may experience your mercy. 

In You, the Triune God, 
may they ever find the source of hope. 
Eternal Father, 
by the Passion and Resurrec on of your Son, 
have mercy on us and upon the whole world! Amen.
