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Twenty—Five AmazingYears

On July 24, 1988, the Feast of St. James, Father Michael G. Ryan was installed as Cathedral Pastor. Today he
marks twenty-five years as our pastor. We thank you, Father Ryan, for these twenty-five amazing years!

Here’s a look back at just a few highlights. ...

1988
Father William Gallagher retires after fourteen years as pastor of St.
James Cathedral. Father Ryan is installed on Sunday, July 24 as the
cighth Pastor of St. James Cathedral.

1991
On Thursday, April 18, Archbishop Connolly dies. In August,

Archbishop Hunthausen retires and returns to Montana.
1992
An arson fire devastates the Cathedral Chapel and sacristy, causing
$1,000,000 in damage.

1994

On the day after Easter, the Cathedral closes for restoration and
renovation. The Cathedral is rededicated on December 22. "A
church building, be it a great cathedral or a humble chapel, fulfills its

highest calling not by being the church, but by becoming a house for
the church, a house for the people of God. And we are that people,”
Father Ryan says in his homily for Vespers on December 21, 1994.

1997
On June 26, Archbishop Murphy dies of leukemia. He is the first to
be buried in the Cathedral crypt. On December 17, Alexander J.
Brunett is installed as the new Archbishop of Seattle.

1999
On December 24, at the beginning of the Midnight Mass, the
opening of the new ceremonial bronze doors by German artist Ulrich
Henn marks the beginning of the Great Jubilee Year 2000.

2000
During the Great Jubilee Year 2000, thousands of pilgrims find their

way to St. James Cathedral. On January 22, the visit of the relics of
St. Thérese of the Child Jesus bring somewhere between 6,000 and
10,000 visitors to the Cathedral.

The Cathedral publishes House of God, Gate of Heaven, a portrait of the
Cathedral’s history and community in words and pictures. This same
year, the Archbishop Thomas J. Murphy Millennium Organ, a new

East Apse organ by the Los Angeles firm of Manuel Rosales, is
dedicated.

2001
In the wake of the terrorist attacks of September 11, thousands come

to the Cathedral to mourn and to pray for peace.

2002
The first Schola Cantorum Choir Camp, a summer music camp for

young people, is held, August 19-23.

2003
On January 17, nearly 3,000 people gather at St. James for an

interfaith prayer for peace, followed by a procession down Broadway

to St. Mark's Cathedral on Capitol Hill.

On February 2, a new tabernacle is dedicated. The tabernacle is the
work of Ulrich Henn, the same artist who created the Cathedral’s
ceremonial bronze doors.

2004
From November 13-20, St. James celebrates 100 years as a parish

with a Cathedral Fair and a whole week of special events.

2005
In January, the Solanus Casey Center, a joint project of the
Archdiocesan Housing Authority, Detention Ministry, and St. James
Cathedral, opens at James and Terry.

Pope John Paul II dies on April 2, and Pope Benedict XVI is elected
to succeed him on April 20.

The Renaissance altarpiece by Neri di Bicci (1456) returns to the
Cathedral Chapel in a festive parade after being restored by the
Seattle Art Museum.

On November 13, the parish’s new Pastoral Outreach Center is
blessed on the 100th anniversary of the laying of the cornerstone of
St. James Cathedral.

2006
From January 16-19, St. James Cathedral hosts the national
Cathedral Ministry Conference, a gathering of Cathedral pastors and
lay staff from across the country. In May, we celebrate the

completion of the Archbishop Thomas J. Murphy Courtyard.
2007

The Cathedral celebrates its centennial with a solemn Mass on July
25 and many other events throughout the year.

2008

On June 22, Jean Vanier, founder of the L’ Arche Communities for

people with disabilities, speaks in the Cathedral.

2010
Archbishop Brunett retires and Archbishop Sartain is appointed the
ninth Bishop, fifth Archbishop of Seattle.

2012
In September, Father Ryan dedicates a new shrine honoring Blessed
Pope John XXIII.

2013
Pope Benedict XVI resigns, and Pope Francis is elected.

Father Ryan marks twenty-five years as Cathedral Pastor. Ad multos
annos, Father Ryan!
