Dear Friends, 

 I am writing to let you know of an important change in the way in which we minister to 
the poor and needy in our neighborhood.  As you know, we have a long tradition of taking up a 
monthly collection to fund the work of our two St. Vincent de Paul conferences.  You know this 
because you are always incredibly generous in your support!  But you may not know how those 
funds are distributed.  The members of our two St. Vincent de Paul conferences (our 
“Vincentians”) receive approximately 100 calls each month for help with rent, utility bills, 
groceries, furniture, and other needs.  Our Vincentians schedule home visits, meet the requesting 
parties in their own homes and write vouchers to help with the particular needs.  The home visit 
is a very important part of the Vincentian way of reaching out to those in need.  So often, people 
in need spend a lot of time going from agency to agency, and from office to office in search of 
help.  Vincentians reverse that dynamic, bringing the needed resources to the person, instead of 
requiring the person to come to them.  It may be a small difference, but it’s one way Vincentians 
make the act of helping a little easier on the person in need. And it’s modeled on the way St. 
Vincent de Paul himself reached out to and lifted up the poor.  

 This system of home visits is extraordinarily effective at preventing homelessness, and it 
works very well if the person in need has a home.  But as you know, many of the people who 
come to us for help are homeless:  they live in shelters, in vehicles, stay temporarily with friends, 
and those who have no home address cannot be helped by the Vincentian system of home visits.  
That’s exactly why eight years ago we partnered with Catholic Community Services to establish 
the Solanus Casey Center.  The Solanus Casey Center, located at the corner of Terry Avenue and 
James, is a drop-in center where homeless persons who cannot be served by our St. Vincent de 
Paul conferences can come for information and financial assistance.  In an average month, the 
Solanus Casey Center sees about 130 people, referring them to community resources and 
providing some modest financial assistance.  At the moment, the Center devotes significant time 
and resources toward helping homeless people obtain ID cards -- something they need before 
they can gain access to shelters, temporary employment, or other resources.   

 This brings me to the purpose of this letter!  After consulting with our two conferences of 
the St. Vincent de Paul Society, we have decided that one month each year, instead of taking up 
the usual collection for the St. Vincent de Paul Society, we will take up a collection to support the 
work of the Solanus Casey Center. We believe that this is the best way to make sure that your 
generous contributions to help those in need go to all of our needy neighbors, including those 
who are homeless.  So on the third Sunday of September, we will be taking up a collection to 
support the Solanus Casey Center in lieu of the usual St. Vincent de Paul collection.  Our two St. 
Vincent de Paul Conferences will draw on other gifts and reserves to get them through this one 
month each year, so their home visits and distribution of vouchers will continue as usual and you 
can rest assured that the people they serve so well will not feel the impact of this change.  If you

The 2013 One Night Count found 2,736 people sleeping outdoors on the streets of King 
County.  St. James Cathedral partners with St. Martin de Porres Shelter to provide 
overflow sleeping space during the cold winter months.  St. Martin de Porres, a program 
of Catholic Housing Services, has room for 212 homeless men.  During the winter, St. 
Martin’s is always full and has to turn away many people.  From October through April, 
four nights a week, St. James provides a warm place to sleep in Cathedral Hall for 10-15 
men. Nearly 100 parishioners volunteer at the Winter Shelter, now in its 22nd year of 
operation.

Symbols that Surround Us 

We are surrounded by Christian symbols. We place them in our towns, our churches, our homes,  
and even hang them around our necks. These symbols speak of  our faith and they are constant 
reminders of  the hope that results from our belief  in the Resurrection. Many people have lost the 
art of  interpreting these symbols and thus have lost access to these daily reminders of  our 
Christian faith, hope and love. In this workshop we will look at the origin of  some of  the most 
important Christian symbols, and the role they have played in our history. And we will discuss ways 
in which to return these symbols to their due place of  importance in our lives. Do Christian 
symbols, imagery, and ritual gestures from the time of  Jesus still have meaning to us today? What 
do the symbols mean? Why are they so important to the Church? And how can you use them to 
help you grow in faith?  
 
JOHAN M. J. VAN PARYS, PH.D., a native of Belgium is director of liturgy and the sacred arts at the Basilica of Saint 
Mary in Minneapolis.  He is the curator of the Basilica's Pope John XXIII art gallery and directs the archival efforts 
of the Basilica of Saint Mary.  In addition, Johan teaches Pastoral Liturgy in the School of Theology of St. John’s 
University, Collegeville, MN and he is the founding art director of www.EnVisionChurch.org, an on-line resource in 
liturgical art, architecture and spirituality.  Johan has served as liturgical consultant to numerous dioceses and 
parishes, both in the USA and abroad. His publications include many articles ranging from art history to liturgical 
theology. His book, Symbols that Surround Us was published by Liguori Publications in 2012. He has lectured 
throughout the country on liturgy and art.
