I came so that they might have life and have it more abundantly. (John 10:10)

We are revisiting important statements made in defense of life by
Retired Archbishop Raymond Hunthausen

What ought to mark us as disciples of Jesus is the same basic stance toward
life [as that of Jesus]. In every situation we ought to take the opportunity to
protect and enhance life and open up its promise for people. That means we
must confront many of the same demons that stalked people in Jesus’ time.
Demons such as disease, sinful callousness toward our neighbor, social and
religious stigma, materialism, disrespect for life, and poverty.

.. .Today death stalks our land in no more dramatic nor heinous way than it
does in abortion, for abortion is both a cause and asymptom of our poverty.

As faith-filled disciples of Jesus, we seek to bring life in all its fullness to all
those situations in which the doors of life are closing on people. Our “no” to
abortion must be seen against the background of our “yes” to life.

—DMass for Life Homily, St. James Cathedral, January 19, 1986

To approach abortion as though it were simply a matter of personal choice is to distort the is-
sue at hand. While we may be dealing with an issue of choice, the fact is that there are some choic-
es which society must disallow; in this instance, the taking of an innocent human life. Similar limi-
tations are placed on such “choices” as sexual abuse of children and racial discrimination. . .That
some people and some societies choose these courses of action does not mean that they can be
chosen with impunity under the guise of “individual freedom.” The primary issue before us is not
freedom of choice, but whether we should take innocent human life. For the sake of our own intel-

lectual honesty and moral integrity as a society, let us keep that issue clearly before us.
—Statement Urging Public Support of Initiative 471, November, 1985

We join together today to give witness, by our presence, to the miracle and sanctity of human life.
We come together to witness and to pray. Father, we pray:

e For those who see in new life the answers to the cynicism and despair that we find in the world,
the hope and healing for all its wounds and scars;

e For those who in their bitterness or grief, or the difficult circumstances of their personal lives, can-
not find the strength or the will to sustain the lives they have created. And we ask forgiveness for
those of us who have failed to support or to share their burdens;

e For those who use their medical skills and healing gifts for the destruction of life rather than its
preservation, and for those who have lost sight of the nobility of their own profession;

e For those who make the laws of nations that sometimes violate the laws of God and whose legal
and judicial blindness helps create a system in which life is cheap;

e For our world that has come to accept violence as a solution t its problems; a world that does not
always show your mercy or sustain new life from its abundance;

¢ And we pray, Father, that we may never in our own anguish over these tragic circumstances do
violence to any other human being, but that we may always love and hope and share our faith in

you.
