Advent Liturgies  
To mark this holy season of longing and waiting, we 
change some of our usual liturgical practices. The 
procession is modified and the altar is decorated more 
simply. During the liturgies, a greater role is given to 
silence, to the chanting of psalms, and to the ringing of 
bells. In accordance with a very ancient tradition in the 
church, the use of the organ is reduced during Advent. 
 
Advent Wreath 
The Advent wreath is a devotion we have adopted 
from the Lutheran tradition. Prior to each Mass, the 
priest gathers with the liturgical ministers for the 
prayer and candle-lighting associated with the wreath.   
Each Sunday of Advent, an additional candle is 
lighted on the wreath, a symbol of the dawning of the 
light of Christ into the world. 
 

50 Years of Liturgical Renewal  
On December 4, 1963, Pope Paul VI promulgated the 
decree on liturgy of the Second Vatican Council.  From 
this watershed moment flowed the renewal we take 
for granted:  the use of the vernacular, access to 
communion from the cup for lay people, the 
Lectionary, the RCIA, and so much more.  On
