Parish-wide Volunteer Opportunities 
Great Music for Great Cathedrals (February 28 & March 1) 

January and February, 2014 
 
For over two Great decades, Great Music has provided a Great way to get to know other Great 
parishioners! Volunteer an hour, a morning, a day, a week or a whole bunch of time. Great Music 
couldn’t happen if it wasn’t for hundreds of Great volunteers who generously give their time. Every 
year we look forward to new Great volunteers joining our ranks, learning, having fun, and enjoying the 
fellowship of a dedicated group of parishioners and community folk. Great Music requires that we have 
a lot of Great volunteers doing a lot of different things. 

COSTUMES/VESTMENTS - Volunteers help with producing, creating, and repairing 
the garments worn by performers - sewing, taping, ironing, or even just safety-pinning.  

LIGHTING - Volunteers needed for light, moderate to heavy lifting, 
running cords, aiming lights and testing to make sure all of the lights 
work when they are needed.  No training necessary.  

 
PROPS - Production of props in the weeks before the program and then 

managing during performances.  Mostly “handy-man” related - painting, tying knots, 
hanging banners, and making banner poles are just a few examples.  

 
STAGE CREW - Must be able to attend all performances and rehearsals Tuesday 
through Saturday, after work until 10:30 pm. Stage Crew will move sets and props 
around in between and sometimes during performances.   
 

Also STAGE CREW SUPPORT – Similar to above, but for folks who are unable to 
commit to all performances and rehearsals.   

 
HOSPITALITY –Hospitality folks provide food and drink one night (or more!) for 
around 25 people.  Simple, quick hand-held meals are the norm here.  In the past we’ve 
had pizza, little sandwiches and wraps, small salads, etc.  
 
OFFICE – Beginning February 1, we need volunteers to supply us with 

full-time phone coverage for the Music Office.  Give information over the phone, take 
messages, and help us sell Reserved Passes for the concert.  

 
VISUAL ARTISTS – From 20 foot tall puppets of St. James the Greater to majestic 
angel kites that float above the heads of the congregation; from bronze scallop shell 
medallions to stunning re-creations of historic crowns - we love to recognize and put 
to use your special and unique visual art talents.  If you are an accomplished artist, 
and think you might have something to contribute please call Dr. Savage at the 
Music Office. 
 

USHERING – Be the face of hospitality as people arrive and are seated for the concerts.  
You will also assist in selling passes at the door, and directing people within and around the 
Cathedral building.
