From the Archdiocese of Seattle 
Tax Identity Fraud Response FAQs 

March 18, 2014 
 
This information is provided for employees and volunteers responding to inquiries 
about tax identity fraud. The Archdiocese of Seattle is deeply concerned about reports 
that employees and volunteers have become victims of a national tax identity fraud and 
recognize how difficult this situation can be for everyone. 
 
Actions taken to date 
After learning of the problem, the Archdiocese: 

 Notified the IRS and FBI and hired a private security firm to investigate. 
 Created a tax fraud resource site on the archdiocesan website to provide 

information about steps that can be taken. 
   
What we know  
We know that some employees and volunteers of the Archdiocese have been victims of 
tax identity fraud. We also know that tax identity fraud is a national problem that has 
been going on for several years and is now impacting our community. 
   
What we don’t know 
 We do not know the source of the problem.  As a result, we cannot say whether the 
source  originated from systems within the archdiocese — including parishes and 
schools — or systems of vendors or another outside source.

credit reporting agency and making an identity theft report to the Federal Trade 
Commission. 

 File a police report with the relevant local law enforcement agency. 
 Contact Equifax, a credit bureau, online at Equifax.com and click on “Request a 

Fraud Alert” at the bottom of the page.   
 Send an email to taxinformation@seattlearch.org confirming that your tax 

identity has been compromised, including: full name, parish or school and status

St. James Cathedral observes 
the traditional Good Friday 
devotion of TRE ORE (“Three 
Hours”) with music and homilies 
focused on the words of Christ 
from the cross. 
 
This year, Rev. Dr. Michael 
Kinnamon will offer meditations 
on the Seven Last Words of 
Christ. 
 
Father Michael G. Ryan will 
preside.  The women of the 
Cathedral Cantorei and the 
Cathedral Chamber Orchestra 
perform Pergolesi’s sublime 
Stabat Mater. 
 

A free-will offering will be taken 
during the service. 

 

THE REV. DR. MICHAEL KINNAMON, an internationally-recognized scholar and leader in the 
ecumenical movement, currently teaches at Seattle University's School of Theology and 
Ministry. He is the immediate-past General Secretary of the National Council of Churches 
of Christ in the USA and has also served as General Secretary of the Consultation on 
Church Union and as Executive Secretary of the World Council of Churches' Commission 
on Faith and Order.  Dr. Kinnamon has been a seminary professor for more than 25 years, 
also serving as Dean of Lexington Theological Seminary from 1988-98. He has lectured and 
preached on ecumenical themes across the U.S. and in numerous countries overseas, 
especially in India and the Middle East. He is widely published in the field of ecumenical 
studies. He holds ordained ministerial standing in the Christian Church (Disciples of 
Christ) and has been active in the mission and ministries of that denomination and a 
frequent speaker at Disciples events. He is married to Mardine Davis, an art consultant, 
and has two grown daughters.
