SOUTHWELL, RICHARD CRASHAW, HENRY VAUGHAN, THOMAS TRAHERNE, 
and JOHN DONNE. Corinna Laughlin (Cathedral liturgy director and PhD in English 
Literature) will offer an overview of the poet and a close look at a few key poems, read by 
Cathedral reader Scott Webster. Whether you come to one session or the whole series, all 
are welcome! 
 

April 14 | George Herbert (1593-1633) 
George Herbert was a priest of the Anglican Church, an extraordinary pastor as well as 
poet. We will explore some of his short poems, including “Easter Wings,” “The Call,” and 
others.  The perfect beginning to our series in the Church’s Easter season! 
 

April 21| Robert Southwell (1561-1595) and Richard Crashaw (1612-1649) 
St. Robert Southwell was a Jesuit priest and martyr.  Richard Crashaw was the son of a 
Puritan minister and a convert to Catholicism. Both wrote extraordinary religious verse 
with a distinctly Catholic sensibility. 
 
May 5 | Henry Vaughan (1621-1695) and Thomas Traherne (1636-1674) 
We explore extraordinary poems by two lesser known poets, both of whom were 
ordained ministers in the Anglican Church.  Vaughan’s work anticipates Wordsworth in 
its celebration of the innocence of childhood.  Traherne’s extraordinary imagination, 
anticipating William Blake, was largely unknown until the rediscovery of his work in the 
early 20th century. 
 
May 12 | John Donne (1572-1631) 
We end with one of the greatest of the English poets.  Donne’s sacred verse is among the 
best known in the English language—we will explore “Batter my heart, three-personed 
God,” “Death, be not proud,” and other poems.
