Like ripples radiating outward from stones tossed 
into water, Women’s Justice Circles have made their 
presence felt within hundreds of communities across 
Washington State: in Burien, where children now 
cross a busy road with the help of a crossing guard, new 
striping, and warning signs for motorists; in South Park, 
where women partnered with healthcare providers and 
King County to create additional Latino healthcare 
enrollment opportunities; and in Seattle, where women 
successfully advocated with legislators to maintain 
funding for affordable housing.

Led by women who are low-income and/or immigrants, 
Circle participants meet in partnership with 
economically stable women to combat root causes 
of poverty and injustice in their neighborhoods. 

Could you help a young mother welcome her infant 
into the world? When Erin Maguire, Area Coordinator 
for a new ministry in the Seattle Archdiocese called 
Prepares (Pregnancy and Parenting Support, “Prepares” 
for short), asked members of five local churches 
this question last year, five parishioners instantly 
responded: “We are eager to serve.” 

Describing this collective response as “a beautiful 
thing,” Erin envisions the day when an increasing 
number of Catholics throughout Washington State 
will not only learn about, but also participate in, the 
crucial mission and outreach of Prepares as it grows 
and develops alongside participating families.

First envisioned and catalyzed by the Washington 
State Bishops as a life program aligned with Catholic 
social teachings and best practices, Prepares is 
dedicated to “walking the journey with pregnant and 
parenting women and families” through stable, safe, 
and nonjudgmental care and companionship that can 
continue through their child’s fifth birthday, according 
to Maguire. 

Once fully developed, the program will not only 
connect parents to thoughtfully matched long-term 
mentors, but could also provide “holistic wrap-around 
services” such as pregnancy and parenting classes, 
housing referral services, basic and urgent supplies, 
and professional and leadership trainings, among other 
resources. The need is great, and Maguire receives 
several phone calls each week from women and men 
facing fear and uncertainty as they prepare for the birth

WOMEN’S JUSTICE CIRCLES

Conducted in  
English or Spanish,  
women meet weekly  
over eight weeks to build community and identify 
individual and collective strengths through 
engagement with a local issue of concern; in the 
process, Circle participants decide on a shared goal 
for change within their community and develop 
strategies and a timeline to reach this goal. Later, 
members reflect together on the experience, with many 
expressing appreciation for new leadership skills and 
relationships.

of a child without adequate social or financial resources 
and support. 

Representing a united effort of the Catholic 
community in Washington State, Prepares has so far 
relied on word of mouth and a new website to connect 
with families; connections to St. Vincent de Paul, 
Knights of Columbus, and other organizations also 
help share the group’s mission with others.

The organization also depends on the compassion and 
commitment of engaged volunteers who fulfill various 
roles with Prepares—ranging from leading educational 
classes or organizing diaper or “baby closet” drives in 
their own parishes to meeting with new mothers or 
fathers as mentors and friends. Encouraged to share 
their own experiences and insights with the family 
they are paired with, volunteers receive personalized 
guidance and support through an orientation and 
ongoing connection with a Prepares Coordinator.  

Prepares is made possible in part through the Catholic 
Campaign for Human Development (CCHD) which 
funds justice-seeking programs in communities across 
the United States. By giving a hand up, rather than 
a handout, CCHD and its generous supporters help 
people living in poverty join together to identify 
problems, make decisions, and find ways to improve 
their lives, neighborhoods, and world.

“Within our work with CCHD, it’s about leadership 
development and systematic change,” Maguire 
explained. Connecting life to justice, she estimates 
that Prepares has connected with 30 parishes in the 
Archdiocese so far.

CCHD was founded in 1970 by the Catholic bishops of the United 
States as their domestic anti-poverty program. They realized that 
established charitable services alone were not creating the changes 
people needed to stay out of poverty. With a goal of creating 
sustainable systems, the bishops worked to address the policies and 
structures that perpetuate poverty. CCHD seeks to eliminate poverty 
by building solidarity in communities.

Developed and sponsored by the Intercommunity 
Peace and Justice Center (IPJC), a collaborative 
ministry of twenty Catholic religious 
communities, it’s estimated that thousands of 
women associated with 200 Circles throughout 
Washington state, as well as western Oregon, 
have participated in this grassroots community 
organizing empowerment process since the first 
Circle was launched in 2001. 

Some Justice Circle achievements have also 
led to more recent Circles building on the 
efforts of previous Circles in the same location 
or other areas, as happened when mothers in 
Bothell who are also parishioners at St. Brendan 
Parish developed an anti-bullying forum and an 
educational brochure in Spanish that was later 
adopted by the Northshore School District  
and thereby inspired developing Circles in  
Sunnyside and Cashmere to focus efforts on 
similar topics. 

This past summer, a Circle based in the town of 
Connell furthered the spirited efforts of women 
affiliated with an earlier Circle in the same town 
who, through development of intergenerational 
workshops and cultural celebrations at their 
local parish, helped strengthen connections and 
a sense of belonging among Latino families in 
Connell and surrounding communities. 

Elida Fernandez, Justice Circle Leader of the 
most recent Connell Circle, reflects that her 
time spent with other women in the Circle and 
the wonders they accomplished within a few 
months “is as close to a miracle as I’ve ever seen” 
and taught her “at the deepest level” the power 
of community that’s achieved through “the 
personal uplifting we do for each other.”

Women’s Justice Circles in the United States 
receive generous diocesan and national funding 
from the Catholic Campaign for Human 
Development (CCHD), a domestic anti-poverty 
program founded in 1970 by the United States 
Conference of Catholic Bishops (USCCB) that 
has impacted the lives of 46.2 million people 
living on the margins of society. Realizing 
that established charitable services alone were 
not creating the changes people needed to 
stay out of poverty, CCHD works to address 
unjust policies structures through its strong 
support of grassroots organizations that promote 
education, community-building, and economic 
development.

The transformational work of Women’s Justice 
Circles was also honored in 2012 with the Sr. 
Margaret Cafferty Development of People Award 
which recognizes an individual or group that 
has demonstrated profound commitment and

investment in the empowerment of people and 
the elimination of poverty. 

Sponsored by USCCB and CCHD, the award was 
accepted by Justice Circle leaders in Washington 
D.C. on behalf of all those women who have, 
through their own creative and courageous efforts 
to promote positive change in their communities, 
contributed to the shaping of a better world.

The Centro Rendu Women’s Justice Circle in Kent holds a silent 
march and a panel discussion on the prevention of bullying. 
Centro Rendu, a program of the Society of St. Vincent de Paul  
of Seattle/King County, is also a CCHD-grant recipient.
