Fathers). He was born in 1959 in Rochester, New York. He holds advanced degrees in
Theology and Sacred Scripture from Regis College in the Toronto School of Theology,
the Pontifical Biblical Institute in Rome, and the Ecole Biblique et Archéologique
Francaise de Jérusalem.

Since 2003, Father Rosica has served as the founding Chief Executive Officer of Salt and
Light Television, Canada's first national Catholic Television Network. Father Rosica is
the author of several hundred articles and columns in numerous languages for various
publications.

Following the announcement on February 11, 2013 of Pope Benedict XVI's resignation,
Father Rosica was invited by the Vatican to join the statf of the Holy See Press Office
and serve as one of the official spokespersons for the transition in the papacy that
included the resignation, Sede Vacante, Conclave and election of the new Pope. Father
Rosica assisted the Vatican during a critical period in Church history. At the end of the
Papal transition in April 2013, the Vatican asked him to serve as English language
assistant to the Holy See Press Office. He continues to relate on a daily basis with
English language media around the world.

A group of eight from St. James Cathedral will join a larger archdiocesan
delegation and travel to Krakow, Poland for a life-changing encounter with Pope
Francis and over two million fellow Catholic youth. The pilgrimage will occur
between July 22-August 2, 2016. The goals of World Youth Day are: (1) A
moving and sanctifying pilgrimage in faith. (2) An experience of the power of
the Holy Spirit to strengthen the faith of our young people. (3) Rediscover the
centrality of the Word and Sacrament. (4) Enable pilgrims to be witnesses to
Christ. (5) Provide an encounter with Jesus Christ, His Spirit, and His Church.

Krakow, Poland offers a powerhouse of pilgrimage sites and saints, such as St.
Maximilian Kolbe, St. Faustina, and Pope John Paul II. This particular World
Youth Day is the 30th anniversary of this extraordinary global event and will
focus on Divine Mercy.
