Catholic Archdiocese of Seattle. It is

also a parish church for a large and
vital community. Noted for its beautiful
liturgies and its extensive outreach to the
poor, the Cathedral also serves the city of
Seattle as an important gathering place, a
crossroads for learning, and a center for the
arts.

Built in 1907, St. James Cathedral is an
impressive Italian Renaissance-style building
whose twin towers soar to a height of 167
feet. St. Frances Xavier Cabrini, the first
American citizen to be canonized, worshiped
in the Cathedral in its early years. In 1994, a
nationally acclaimed restoration and
renovation completely renewed the beauty of
this beloved Seattle landmark, transforming it
into a dynamic space for the celebration of
the Church’s liturgy as well as for
ecumenical, cultural, and civic events.

Artistic highlights of St. James include
magnificent ceremonial bronze doors and
tabernacle by German artist Ulrich Henn; an
award-winning Shrine to the Blessed Virgin
Mary; and a large collection of stained glass
by renowned artists Charles Connick and
Hans Gottfried von Stockhausen. The
Cathedral Chapel is home to a remarkable
15th-century Renaissance altarpiece by Neri
di Bicci.

St. James Cathedral is also a vibrant
parish community of more than 2,400
households, coming from more than 180 ZIP
codes around the entire Puget Sound region.

S t. James is the Cathedral Church for the
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RESURRECTION WINDOWS (1917-1919)

The Cathedral’s stained glass windows are
almost all the work of Charles Connick and his Boston
studio. They were installed between 1917 and 1919, as
part of the redesign and redecoration of the Cathedral
following the catastrophe of the dome collapse on
February 2, 1916. (The only windows not by Connick
are the East Apse windows, which date from 1994 and
are the work of renowned German artist Hans
Gottfried von Stockhausen —though even these
windows make use of some Connick glass.)

The Cathedral’s windows are among the most
notable examples in the country of Connick’s early
work. In their use of decorative borders and roundels
they recall the French Gothic windows Connick
studied and borrowed from throughout his career.
Perhaps the most ambitious windows in the collection
are the three windows in each of the transepts. Those
on the north side form a triptych of the Nativity of the
Lord - the Holy Family flanked by shepherds (left) and
wise men (right). The three windows on the south tell
the story of Easter morning. In the center we see the
risen Christ, rising from the tomb. A dawn sky
brightens behind him, while angels with wonderful
pink wings bow their heads in adoration on either side.
In the left-hand window, we see Mary Magdalene and
the other Mary coming sadly to the tomb, carrying the
ointment with which they intend to anoint the dead
body of Jesus. On the right, Peter and John follow the
women to the tomb. At the top of each window are
small roundels with brilliantly-colored symbols of
Resurrection: a rainbow, a phoenix, and a pot of
blooming Easter lilies.

% Camino Seattle

Camino Seattle is a four-week walking/hiking
and prayer event for St. James Cathedral
Parish, beginning June 26, 2016 and concluding
July 24, 2016, the Feast of St. James.

Set your walking/hiking goal!

Pilgrims to Santiago de Compostela come by
many routes and from many different places.
For Camino Seattle, we will each determine our
own mileage goal, based on our time and
physical ability. The main point is to set a goal
to challenge yourself a bit during these four
weeks. We suggest a goal of 60 miles or more —
the minimum to receive a compostela in Spain.

Set your prayer goal

Because the Camino to Santiago de Compostela
in Spain is both a physical and a spiritual
journey, you're also encouraged to set a prayer
goal. During this Year of Mercy, your goal
might be the gift of prayer for those in need, or
performing a work of mercy during the week.

Community walks and events

The Camino de Santiago is a community event:
a place where people get to know each other
make new friends. Each week during the
Camino, there will be hosted walks across the
city as well as educational opportunities at the
Cathedral. Keep an eye on the weekly bulletin
for a schedule of these fun special summer
events.

Collecting your stamps
Each week, you
will want to
collect stamps
to indicate your
progress.
Getting a stamp
at each stage of
the journey is
an important
part of the journey for
pilgrims to Santiago de
Compostela. Cathedral
pilgrims can collect their prayer and walking
stamps each week at coffee hour, or at the
parish office during the week. In addition, you
can get a bonus “community” stamp each week
by participating in a hosted walk or other
group event.

CLOTHE THE NAKED
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n a recent weekend, a

big red St Vincent de

Paul truck sat in the

O’Dea parking lot,
where our Cathedral Vincentians
accepted donations of gently
worn clothing and other items—
enough to “stuff the truck.” The
truck was then driven to one of
five local SVdP thrift stores,
where items could be sold to
support SVdP activities
throughout King County. But the
story doesn’t end there.

Part of the SVdP mission is to “clothe the
naked.” Every week, residents of St James
parish call the SVdP Helpline (206-767-6449)
because they and their children need clothes
and other forms of material help. Their
requests are forwarded to our Cathedral
Vincentians, who then visit in teams of two.

Besides people needing clothes, “we see
everything from a mother of three who has just
lost her job, to an elderly man with no heat in
his apartment, to a veteran who has lost both
legs and is sleeping on the floor without a bed,”
says Christine Henderson, president of the St
James Cathedral-Bl Rosalie Rendu Conference
of SVdP, a 100% volunteer conference funded
mainly by the special collection at the end of
mass on the third weekend of the month.

“Every dollar helps,” Christine says. The
money is converted by SVdP into vouchers (for
example, vouchers that can be redeemed at
local SVdP thrift stores for clothing) and gift

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cards that our Vincentians give to low-income
residents during home visits made in the
afternoon or evening on any day of the week,
depending on volunteer availability.

“We meet people where they are, in
their own place [and we] often feel the
presence of God in these encounters,” says
Christine with enthusiasm. Beyond helping
with the most urgent financial needs,
Vincentians simply listen to and have friendly
chats with those they visit, who are often
lonely and longing for words of encouragement
and prayer.

As Jesus said, “The poor you will always
have with you,” so the work of our Cathedral
Vincentians will never be finished. Would you
like to explore volunteering with St Vincent de
Paul?
