Camino Seattle is a four-week walking/hiking
and prayer event for St. James Cathedral
Parish, beginning June 26, 2016 and concluding
July 24, 2016, the Feast of St. James.

Set your walking/hiking goal!

Pilgrims to Santiago de Compostela come by
many routes and from many different places.
For Camino Seattle, we will each determine our
own mileage goal, based on our time and
physical ability. The main point is to set a goal
to challenge yourself a bit during these four
weeks. We suggest a goal of 60 miles or more —
the minimum to receive a compostela in Spain.

Can’t Attend? Get Started On Your Own by Gathering Family Documents

Start your family history search by gathering your own personal papers. Begin with your birth certificate.
Think about the places your life touched public and private records and gather those documents. Married?
Where’s your marriage certificate? To fill in missing vital records, go to the National Center for Health Statis-
tics for an up-to-date guide, “Where to Write for Vital Records.”

Your birth certificate probably shows when and where you were born. It should list your parents’ names and
where they were born. Use the information from one document to lead you to others. Your birth certificate
should lead you to your parents’ birth certificates, provided they were born in a time and place when the law
required birth registrations. Look for other family papers such as:

Personal papers (diaries, letters, scrapbooks)

Religious Records (baptism, confirmation, birth, death, or burial records)

School records (report cards, diplomas, special awards or activities)

Employment records, Income tax records, and personal property tax records

Deeds and mortgages

Military service, discharge, and pension papers

Newspaper clippings (birth notices; obituaries; engagement announcements, marriage, etc.)

Court documents (lawsuits, marriage records, divorce papers, adoptions)

Remembering Auschwitz

At World Youth Day this summer, Seattle WYD pilgrims will have the
opportunity to visit and pray at Auschwitz, where one million
European Jews and more than 100,000 others were systematically
murdered between 1940 and 1945. Pope Francis will visit Auschwitz
on July 29.

In preparation for that journey, all are invited to a special presentation
from JACK SCHALOUM. Mr. Schaloum’s mother Magda was born in
1922 in Gyor, Hungary. Following the German occupation of Hungary
on March 19, 1944, the Nazis forced Magda and her family to leave
their home and deported them to Auschwitz. “When we heard about
groups that denied the Holocaust, we decided that we had to speak out,”
Magda once said. “If you hear somebody deny the Holocaust, you can
say, ‘I have seen and heard a survivor.”

This is the story of Magda’s experience of the Holocaust and how
she survived to live a long and full life until her death in June 2015 at
93. Her son Jack is a member of the Holocaust Center’s Speakers
Bureau and is carrying on his mother’s legacy by sharing her story.
