T. S. Eliot is one of the great poets of the 20th century—the author of The Waste Land and 
Murder in the Cathedral, as well as Old Possum’s Book of Practical Cats, which was later 
transformed into the musical Cats.  Eliot himself considered Four Quartets (1943) to be his 
finest work. The four great poems that make up Four Quartets are the culminating 
expression of Eliot’s profoundly Christian spiritual vision. This four-week series will be 
led by Corinna Laughlin (Pastoral Assistant for Liturgy and PhD in English Literature). 
Cathedral reader Scott Webster will read each of the poems. All are welcome! It is 
recommended, but not required, that participants read the designated poem in advance of 
each session.
