immigrants from around the world have made, and continue to make, to building our
country and communities.

Considering the heightened debate surrounding immigration policy and reform, one might
mistakenly think that immigration is a huge problem to be attacked, rather than a historic
and positive process that mostly needs streamlining. We are strengthened by our diversity.
In fact, for generations people from other lands have arrived in this area to escape
persecution and exploitation in their native countries and to seek a better life for their
families. In 2013 and 2014 combined more than 1.4 million resident immigrants became
naturalized citizens. Many others await action by Congress so that they may begin a path to
legal citizenship. Immigrants are a growing and vital part of our community, and as they
successfully integrate into community life they become important cultural and economic
contributors.

Citizenship Services at St. James

We shepherd applicants throughout the process including screening, collecting the
documentation, filling out and filing the application, following up on requests for
further evidence, providing mock interviews for practice, offering citizenship
preparation classes, and attending their citizenship interview. After becoming a citizen,
we help them to understand their rights, responsibilities, and benefits.

Last year, we helped 45 people become U.S. citizens, 10
more are awaiting naturalization interviews, and
another 13 are about ready to file their application.

The Urban Tree Connection works
with low income communities to develop community-
driven gardening projects that give residents an opportunity
to develop their leadership skills and build community
cohesion.

and trains low-income residents to grow and sell
food. Nyshae, a member of the community, began by
working as a Teen Apprentice where she shadowed
an employee at Neighborhood Foods. She is now
one of three new adults hired to run youth programs,
continuing a cycle of support and hope.
