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D ear Friends, 
 You may recall that as part of 
our work around Partners in the 
Gospel last year we discerned gifts 

and challenges in our three parishes, as we 
reflected on the question, “Who are we?” One of 
the challenges we named in all three of our 
parishes was the need to provide more 
intentional  ministry to youth and young adults. 
That need was echoed in the wider church as 
well, in the listening sessions we did in the 
Archdiocese of Seattle during the Synod on 
Synodality, and in what we heard throughout 
our country and the world in similar listening 
sessions.  
 Our three parishes have taken this 
challenge seriously, and it is a great joy to share 
with you that we have hired Blake Steller to 
serve in the role of Director of Youth and Young 
Adult Ministry for our parish family. Blake will 
serve in a part-time capacity, 20 hours per week. 
Blake is a parishioner at St. James and serves as 
the president of the Cathedral’s chapter of the 
St. Vincent de Paul Society. He also serves as a 
catechist in Children’s Faith Formation, 
specifically the Faith in Action ministry for 
young people who have been confirmed. He’s 
also active in liturgical ministry. I am thrilled 
that Blake will bring to this new ministry his 
deep commitment to his faith and the Church, 
and a heart for reaching out to those on the 
margins. 
 This new position is a direct response to 
what we heard as a real need, and is an example 
of what our ongoing discernment as a parish 
family can produce. This new role is the fruit of 
what we heard from you in our community 
conversations last year. As you know, we are 
now engaged in the next phase of this 
conversation, gathering input from you on who 
God is calling us to become as a new parish with 
three locations: in the Central District 
(Immaculate Conception), downtown (Christ 
Our Hope) and on First Hill (St. James 
Cathedral). 
 As we gather the input we have received, 
our Parish Family Vision Council will begin to 
craft a Vision Statement based on that input. 
But, as you can see from the hiring of a new 
Youth and Young Adult Minister, we will also 

be mindful of needs as they emerge and will 
strive to meet those needs as we can, even if we 
are still in the midst of shaping our vision and 
long-term strategic pastoral plan.  
 This is an exciting time in the life of our 
three parishes as we look toward the future and 
dream about how we can more effectively share 
the Good News of Jesus Christ. Youth and 
young adults bring unique perspectives and 
insights to that dreaming. Their voices represent 
not only the Church of the future but the young 
Church of today. 
 It is also important to remember that 
ministry to and with High School youth and 
young adults is the responsibility of our whole 
parish family. In his role, Blake will animate and 
coordinate that ministry. But, he cannot do it 
alone. He will need the support of parents and 
all of us to grow this vital ministry. 
 Blake will begin his ministry on April 1, 
and will have an office and gathering space for 
youth and young adults at the Cathedral’s 
Pastoral Outreach Center. In the weeks ahead, 
he will be working with our three parishes to 
make connections with youth and their parents 
and our young adult community. I know you 
will join me in offering Blake a warm welcome 
to our pastoral team! 
 One final note. One of the unique gifts of 
the ministry of the Cathedral is celebrating 
important archdiocesan liturgies with the 
Archbishop. One of those liturgies is coming up 
this Thursday as the Catholic Church in Western 
Washington gathers for the Chrism Mass. At 
this Mass the Archbishop blesses oils used for 
anointing catechumens and the sick, and 
consecrates the sacred chrism that is used in the 
sacraments of Baptism, Confirmation, and 
Ordination. It is one of the most beautiful 
liturgies of the year. I encourage you to join us 
for Chrism Mass this coming Thursday, March 
26, at 7:00pm.  
 Have a wonderful Fifth Week of Lent!
