ST. JAMES IMMIGRANT ASSISTANCE (SJIA) Many of 
SJIA’s clients are lawful permanent residents who 
need additional, uniquely-tailored support as they take 
the necessary steps to successfully apply for U.S. 
citizenship. Clients often come to SJIA having had 
their path to citizenship delayed, sometimes for years, 
due to obstacles such as health issues and/or resource 
challenges that they have found difficult to overcome 
on their own. SJIA staff take the time necessary to 
identify and address the individual hurdles preventing 
a client from successfully naturalizing. This assistance 
comes in many forms. Requesting accommodations at 
immigration for health-related limitations; working 
closely with healthcare providers to prepare medically
-necessary exemptions from language and civics 
exams; obtaining necessary records from courts and 
public agencies related to marriage, adoptions, 
identity, taxes and case records; and meeting with 
clients in the community when traveling outside of 
their homes is not possible are a few of the ways we 
provide individualized assistance to access and 
navigate the process of becoming a U.S. citizen 
successfully.
